(b) is hostile or unfriendly to 
India or which has the effect of 
creating ill-will against the 
Government or people of India,

(e) is likely to promote ill-feeling 
between different sections of 
the people in India; and

(d) is designed to or may have the 
effect of creating ill-feeling 
against a  third country, with 
which India has friendly rela­
tions.
