The number of Pakistanis who infiltrated 
into Assam during the ten months from 
January to October, 1967, was only 1012. 
They were all sent back to Pakistan. 

(b) No, Sir. Their number is about 
80,000 

(c) Suitable measures have been taken 
for detection and eviction of Pakistani in-
filtrators and for prevention of further in-
filtration. These measures broadly consist 
of strengthening and increasing the number 
of border outposts, intensive patrolling of 
the border and detailing of additional staff.
