25 per cent of the cloth produced by
the Textile Mills, is controlled and
yarn produced by mills is totally un-
controlled;

(b) whether it is also a fact that
the prices of controlled varieties of
cloth are based on maximum prices
paid for cotton by the textile mills
and not on minimum support prices
fixed therefor; and

(c) if so, whether Government pro-
posé to fix the purchase price-cum-
remunerative price for raw cotton for
the next season?

THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE
MINISTRY OF COMMERCE (SHRI
MOHD. SHAFI QURESHI): (a)
Production and prices of certain
varieties of mill-made cotton cloth,
comprising at present roughly 40 per
cent of production are controlled.
There is no such control on cotton
yarn.

(b) The current prices of controlled
cloth have been fixed on the basis of
the ceiling prices of cotton at the
time of last revision.

(¢) While deciding the price-policy
for cotton for the next season, the
interest of the grower to receive a
fair remuneration for his cotton will
inter-aliv be given duc consideration.
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
