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"According to reports reaching 
Lucknow, Mr. Din Dayal Upadbyaya 
was found dead near an electric pole.

Earlier reports 
said that the Jana Sangh President was 
found dead in the eiahteen-down ex-
press train near the station. The exact 

cause of the death is not known. One 
report said, Mr. Upadhyaya had got 
down from the train while his bogie was 
being shunted and tried to get back 
while the train was in motion.
