Secondly, he 
is under the wrong impression that 
President's rule i8 the panacea. for all 
ills. 

SHRl SURENDRANATH DWI-
V'EDY: Now that the Home Minister 
has committed that some elements are 
in contact with China and are getting 
arms from them, may I know what 
has prevented the Government from 
locating those e' ements and seizing 
the arms from them? 

SHRI Y. B. CHAVAN: That is ex-
actly what is being done. 

SHRI NAMBIAR: May I know 
whether it is not a fact that the 
Communist Party (Marxist), the 
Assam Unit, h'as repeatedly stated 
that those who were, according to the 
inspired reports of the CBI connected 
with this matter, had nothing in fact 
to do with our party now.
