However, as a part of the 
measures to promote exports of non-
traditional industrial products from 
India, Government have recently decided 
that a relaxation may be made in the 
above policy where the foreign collabo-
rator allrees to under-write a mojor 
share of the production for exports.

STATEMENT 

A Soviet Debgation headed by Mr. 
S.A. Skachkov, Chairman, State Com-
mittee of the USSR Council of Ministers 
for Foreign Economic Relations, visited 
India durinll November-December, 1968 
and held discussions covering various 
problems facinll Soviet-aided projects in 
India durina their present phase. On 
the coDclusio:! of the visit, a protocol 
was sianed between the two sides in 
which the Soviet authorities aareed to 
usial it certain measures desiJDed to 
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raise the economic officiency of thcsc 
public sector units. Besides the problem 
of increasing productiOb and producti-
vity in these plants, particularly heavy 
engineering units, utilisation of capacity 
would depend on the order position of 
these undertakings which, in tum, would 
invevitabl) be dependant on the sectoral 
inestments made durins the Fourth 
Plan period particularly In the field of 
steel, metallurgical and mining indust-
ries. While every effort is being made 
to increase production and productivity 
in these plants as rapidly as possible, a 
final picture in respect of orders would 
only emerge after the Fourth Plan is 
finalised. It would be examined at 
that stage as to what diversification of 
manufacture would be nececessary in 
these plants in order to utilise the capa-
city as effectively as possible. 
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
