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While the overall resources available
can support an _investment pro-
grammes of this nature, the reali-
sation of programme would largely
‘depend upon the effectiveness with
which the private and co-operative
sectors are able to tap these resour-
ces. No suggestion has been made so
far for the grant of Tax Certificates or
other tax concessions specifically for
the consumer goods industries.

fore, too early to comment on the
feasibility of such a system or the
technical assistance (foreign or
otherwise) that will be involved.
