The 
assessment of performance etc. will have 
to he done in individual cases. In some 
cases they are good and in some cases 
they may be indifferent.

No difficulty is 
being experienced in getting Judges to 
head the Commissions of Inquiry. A 
Commission of Inquiry set up under 
the Commissions of Inquirv Act 1952 can 
invesligate into and record its finrlinl/:s on 
a definite matter of public importalll'c 
referred to it but has no powers of auill-
dication. Requirements of law or statu-
tory rules have to he kept in view in 
deciding on the course of further action 
in pursuance of the recommendations of 
a Commission. Each case will have to 
be considered on its own merits.
