The Minister of IDrrigation and
Power (Dr. K. L. Rao): (a) to (). In
May, 1968, a scheme for establishing
a 30 Megawatt therma] power station
near Cochin was sanctioned, based on
utilisation of about 40,000 tons of fur-
nace oil from the Cochin Refinery.
Subsequently, the Ministry of Petro-
leum and Chemicals intimated that as
a result of re-appraisal of the gemand
forecasts for the petroleum products
the local production svailable, it
1d be possible to supply adequate
fuel oil for a larger power plant. Tt
was, therefore, decided to instal a 55

pro-
curement of the generating plant and
equipment is also under consideration.
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
