(a) whether the Government has assessed the impact of demonetization on business, 

employment, agriculture and poverty; 

(b) if so, the measures taken by the Government to tackle its impact on businesses, 

employment and poverty alleviation initiatives; 

(c) the details of overall amount which the Government has exchanged in lieu of old 

currency notes; 

(d) whether any post demonetization study has been done or any report has been 

published in this regard and if so, the details thereof?

CHAUDHARY) 

(a) to (d): The economic growth of a country depends on a number of factors including 

structural, external, fiscal and monetary factors. Therefore, pinpointing of impact of 

demonetisation on the economy independent of other factors is difficult. RBI has published a 

Study titled “Macroeconomic Impact of Demonetisation – A Preliminary Assessment” in 

March 2017, which is available on the website of RBI. The study has noted that there has 

been a sharp increase in the number of accounts under the Pradhan Mantri Jan Dhan Yojana 

and the deposits in such accounts have also surged. Another important consequence has been 

the increase in use of digital transactions.  These two trends of increased access to bank 

accounts and digital transactions identified in the Study, have the benefit of reducing 

corruption, increasing flow of financial services and greater formalisation of the economy. In 

so far as exchange of overall amount is concerned, as per RBI data, an amount of Rs. 

15,31,094 crore (rounded off) has been paid towards the Specified Bank Notes (SBNs) till 

March 31, 2021.     
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
