(c). The proposals put forward by the
Central Advisory Board of Education
for the reconstruction of educational
system in the Fifth Plan period, for-
mulated in Sefitember 1972, were sub~
mitted to the Planning Commission
and the State Governments. In the
light of discussions and the indications
given in the Approach to the Fifth
Five Year Plan as approved by the
National Development Council, the
proposals 'were revised and approved
by the Standing Committee of the
Central Advisory Board of Education
in June, 1978. Although the Planning
Commission broadly accepted the re-
vised proposals approvedq by the
Standing Committee, the tribal alloca-
tion proposed for the Education Sector
in' the 'draft Fifth Five Year Plan was
reduced to Rs. 1726 crores excluding
Nutrition. The Fifth Plan is yet to
be finalised. However, many of the
programmes are préposed to be taken
up during the year 1974-75 and these
have been included in the Annual
Plan for the year,
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
