(c) if so, the details thereof?

(a) to (c) : Information has been received about a number of incidents
of violence before, during and after the General Election-2019 resulting in
deaths and injuries to several people including political workers in West
Bengal. Concern on the issue was shared by Government with the State
Government and an advisory was issued on 09.06.2019 asking the State
Government to maintain law and order, peace and public tranquility in the

State.
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
