Committee. The State Level Committee for implementation of the Prime Minister’s New 15
Point Programme for the Welfare of Minorities acts as the State Level Committee for Pradhan
Mantri Jan Vikas Karyakaram also. The committee is headed by the Chief Secretary of the State
and two Members of Parliament from Lok Sabha (one MP from any of the Minority
Concentration Districts) and one Member of Parliament from Rajya Sabha are nominated by
Central Government as members. The District Level Committee for Prime Minister’s New 15
Point Programme also acts as District Level Committee for PMJVK. One Member of Parliament
from Rajya Sabha representing the district is nominated by Central Government as member of

District Level Committee.
