However, Airports Authority of India (AAI) Board in its
meeting held on 05.09.2019 has recommended for leasing out 06 airports
namely Amritsar, Varanasi, Bhubaneswar, Indore, Raipur and Trichy for
Operation, Management and Development under Public Private Partnership
(PPP).

(b) & (¢): No, Sir. At present there is no proposal to lease out Chennai Airport
under PPP.
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
