(@) & (b) “Ministry of Culture is working on the National Mission on Cultural Mapping
(NMCM) for building a comprehensive data base of artists, art forms and other resources
gathered from cultural organizations in the Ministry of Culture, other ministries and also

(c ) & (d) Besides, Ministry of Culture has been administering a few schemes to identify,
nurture, hand hold and train the upcoming and budding artists on a sustained basis. This is
carried out by way of grant of scholarships, fellowships, pensions and other forms of
grants/assistance throughout the country.
