STATEMENT TO BE LAID ON THE TABLE OF LOK SABHA IN RESPECT OF PARTS (a)
to (c) OF LOK SABHA STARRED QUESTION NO. *44 FOR 20" NOVEMBER, 2019 ON
“MOBILE SERVICES IN RURAL AND SCHEDULED AREAS”.

(@) to (c) To accelerate and augment telecom connectivity in rural and scheduled areas
across the country, following projects are approved/implemented by the Government:

Q) Under Left Wing Extremism (LWE) affected areas Phase-1 project, 2355 towers at a
cost of Rs. 3,591.22 crore have been installed by Government of India. Under LWE
Phase-Il project, installation of 2217 mobile towers at an estimated cost of Rs.
2,194.83 crore has been approved for providing mobile connectivity covering the
States of Andhra Pradesh, Bihar, Chhattisgarh, Jharkhand, Madhya Pradesh,
Maharashtra, Odisha, Telangana, Uttar Pradesh and West Bengal;

(i)~ Mobile connectivity in 354 villages of uncovered border areas including Ladakh and
Kargil Region, Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand and other priority areas at an
estimated cost of Rs. 384.01 crore has also been approved. The remaining uncovered
villages are being covered in a phased manner by the telecom service providers and
Government;

(iii) A Comprehensive Telecom Development Plan for mobile connectivity in the North
Eastern Region to provide mobile coverage in uncovered villages and alongwith
National Highways and to augment transmission network;

(iv)  Under BharatNet project, broadband connectivity in all the Gram Panchayats (approx.
2.5 lakh) in the country at an estimated cost of Rs. 42,068 crore;

(V) Laying of submarine optical fibre cable between Chennai and Andaman & Nicobar
Islands for providing connectivity to Andaman & Nicobar Islands;

(vi)  Mobile connectivity to cover uncovered villages and along National Highway (NH
223) in Andaman & Nicobar Islands;

(vii)  Mobile connectivity has been enhanced in Lakshadweep Islands by installing 10
mobile towers;

(viii)  Satellite bandwidth augmentation upto 4 Gbps for Andaman & Nicobar Islands;

(ix)  Satellite bandwidth augmentation upto 1.71 Gbps for Lakshadweep Islands.
