(a) to (e): The quinquennial labour force surveys on employment and
unemployment were conducted by National Sample Survey Office (NSSO),
Ministry of Statistics and Programme Implementation. The last such survey
was conducted during 2011-12. Now, NSSO has switched to the annual
Periodic Labour Force Survey (PLFS) which was conducted during 2017-18. As
per the result of Surveys, the estimated unemployment rate and worker
population ratio on usual status (principal status + subsidiary status) basis for
persons of all ages in the country for male, female, rural and urban-wise is

given below to the extent available.
