M.A., M.Phil. and Ph.D. level courses in Nepali Language. 

 
(b) & (c): Visva-Bharati does not have undergraduate and post-graduate courses in 

Nepali language. The course does not exist since the inception of the 
University as the university did not receive any proposal to start such courses. 

 
(d):  Central Universities are autonomous institutions governed under the 

provisions of their Act, Statutes and Ordinances framed thereunder. The 
statutory bodies of the Central Universities are competent to start new 
courses in any language/subject. 
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
