(a) whether certain international tele­
communication channels, operating between 
Calcutta; on one hand, and Australia, 
Hongkong and Japan, on the other have 
been recently been shifted from Calcutta to 
Bombay ;

(b) if so, the reasons for such shifting ;
(c) whether the second satellite ground 

station is gojng to be set up near Delhi 
for international telecommunication service ; 
and

(d) if so, the reasons why the superior 
commercial, political, geographical, metereo- 
logical and other claims of Calcutta in this 
regard are being overlooked ?

THE MINISTER OF COMMUNICA­
TIONS (SHRI H. N. BAHUGUNA) : (a) 
to (d). A statement givirg the information 
required is laid on the Tabic of the Sabha.

Statement

(a) and (b). Only overseas traffic being 
carried through the Satellite Communica­
tions Ground Station at Arvi is now being 
routed via Bombay. Other overseas traffic 
from the Calcutta area continues to be 
handled by the Calcutta Station of the 
Overseas Communications Service. The 
traffic has been shifted to satellite system 
to order to  make available reliable and 
better quality service to the public.

(c )ap d (d )% Yes. I t has been decided

SHRI INDRAJIT GUPTA : In regard 
to this satellite communication service, is it 
not a  fact that the existing line being very 
old and subject to frequent breakdown due 
to heavy rainfall or cyclonic conditions, the 
traffic to and from Calcutta has to be 
routed through Bombay now and Is also 
frequently disrupted and this causes great 
inconvenience to the public, to business, 
to trade and commerce and so on ? There­
fore, is it not desirable that the link up 
with the satellite communication system 
should not be only through the station a t 
Arvi but regional ground centres should be 
set up and Calcutta should have an inde­
pendent ground station ?

SHRI H. N. BAHUGUNA : The pro­
posal to set up a  ground station near 
Calcutta is already under consideration. 
Delhi and Calcutta are the two places which 
are on the list. Delhi having a higher 
traffic than Calcutta was preferred first and 
the second ground station is coming in 
Delhi. Bombay had the highest traffic and 
it was chosen first. Next comes Delhi. 
The third ground is proposed to be put up 
somewhere in Calcutta when funds are 
available.

SHRI INDRAJIT GUPTA : Is it not 
a fact that before even the Bombay station 
was set up the foreign experts who were 
consulted in this matter had adjudged an 
area near Assansol near West Bengal, to be 
the best site for the first earth station and 
is it not a fact that they have suggested 
this because Calcutta is the country’s main 
centre for expert trade, which has the busiest 
international air routes, and the whole 
of South East Asian and Japanese traffic 
is picked up for the eastern region ? Why 
is it that this export advice was ignored 
and Bombay was given preference first and 
even now when the second station is to be 
set up the claims of Calcutta are being 
ignored ?

SHRI H. N. BAHUGUNA : So far as 
the expert Opinion referred to  by my hOn. 
friend, Shri Indrajit Gupta, is concerned, I 
am sorry to say that I am not aware of that 
particular advice. Bat the facts on record 
show that Bombay has the highest inter­
national traffic in terms of the entire tele­
communication range-telephgne, telex, tde- 
— t and tO(On and to  fprth. Thereafter
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m e *  Oeihi and Calcutta is the th ird  
Therefore, wo have chosen two to  put up 
two centres In the Second P ita  itse lt Bot 
to view o f the paucity o f funds it was not 
possible to choose both o f them. Delhi is 
a  place where we have tbete embassies and 
the traffic is of a very high order. So, we 
have preferred Delhi first It is a  question 
of preference and not ignoring.

SHRI SANJEEVI RAO : Are Govern­
ment taking advantage of the advanced 
technology o f  satellite ground station for 
telecommunication system as such ? What 
are the effective steps the Government are 
taking for utilising satellite channels for 
television as in the case of advanced 
countries such as United States, Soviet 
Union and Swedan ?

MR. SPEAKER: This is a very 
specific question about Calcutta. We can­
not have a general discussion on this. He 
can discuss it when the relevant demands 
come up.

SHRI JYOTIRMOY BOSU : Will the 
hon. Minister kindly tell us if he has receiv­
ed a detailed memorandum from the em­
ployees of the Ovearseas Communication 
Service, Calcutta, giving their technical 
views on the location o f the telecommuni­
cation service in India and, if so, what is 
It and what action has been taken on that ?

SHRI H. N. BAHUGUNA : The 
question of setting up a rateltite centre near 
Calcutta has not yet been finalised. There* 
fore all sorts of views are before the govern­
ment. At the appropriate time all these 
views, including those of my hon, friend, 
Shri Jyotirmoy Bosu, will be taken into 
consideration.

SHRI JYOTIRMOY BOSU : I asked 
a  specific question whether he has received 
a  detailed memorandum from the employees 
$ f the Q v m m  Communication Service.

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN  THE 
MINISTRY OF PLANNING (SHRI

ble to approve the Ananddur Barrage Project 
for inclusion in the Fourth Plan o f the 
State since the requisite resources are not 
in sight to take up the work at present

SHRI ARJUN S E T H I: I  want to know 
whether Salandi Project was considered as 
an integrated one along with Anandpur 
Barrage Prqject.

SHRI MOHAN DHARIA : Tfitt* are 
several projects In Orissa. This problem 
was examined by the Planning Commission. 
Even though this project has been techni­
cally approved, unfortunately no funds are 
available and naturally it could not be 
taken up.

SHRI ARJUN SB T H I: Is it not 
desirable to approve of the Anandpur Bar­
rage Project immediately to have the full 
benefit from the Salandi Project on which 
we have already spent a sum of Rs. 1.24 
crores for canals, investigation and sur* 
vey ?

SHRI MOHAN DHARIA ; The Anand­
pur Barrage Project, estimated to cost 
Rs, 21.94 crores, was cleared by the Techni­
cal Advisory Committee. But when they 
took stock of the situation regarding the 
availability of funds they came to the con­
clusion that only Rs. 1.75 crores were avail- 
We in the plan of the Orissa State for 
Irrigation projects. So, three medium 
sdiemes hi backward areas have already 
been cleared by the Planning Commission 
and they have been taken up. Even though 
this project has been technically approved 
and It is necessary to take lip this project, 
I am sorry it could not bn deared ft*  want 
o f funds.

Decline ia Export of Tobacco

•669. SHRI VISHWANATH JHUN-

THE MINISTER OF FOREIGN

S8RI BISHWANATB JHUWHUN- 
WAtA $ May I  know whether the govern*

ment have finally shelved the idea of form­
ing a  tobacco board, on the lines of the 
Ten Board and, if so, the reasons there­
for ?

SHRI L. N. MISHRA : The hon. 
Member has asked two questions, one aboot 
the quality of tobacco and the other about 
the constitution of the tobacco board. At pre­
sent we have no proposal to have a  tobacco 
board. Agriculture Ministry do not feel it 
necessary to have a  tobacco board at this 
stage. Then, there should be no apprehen­
sion that because of the quality our tobacco 
export is going down. In fact, our tobacco 
export is going up and it is not going down. 
While last year our export was to the tune 
of Rs. 22 crores this year it is Rs. 23 crores. 
Therefore, there should not be any appre­
hension on this account The quality of 
our tobacco has been good and there has 
been no downward trend in our exports*

SHRI M ATI LAKSHMIKANTHAM-
MA—rose.

MR. SPEAKER : How is she interested 
in tobacco ?

SHRIMATI LAKSAMIKHNTHAM- 
MA : Why should you presume that ladies 
do not smoke ?

May I know whether there is any scope 
for greater expori of tobacco to foreign 
countries ? Since Andhra Pradesh is a 
nuyor tobacco-producing State it has asked 
for the establishment of a Tobacco Board 
in Andhra. Will Government give consi­
deration to this proposal ?

SHRI L. N. MISHRA ; As j  said 
earlier, the prospects of the constitution of 
a tobacco board are not bright.

SOME HON. MEMBERS-#™*,

MR. SPEAKER : It is not a  general 
question about tobacco. The question is 
whether the export o f raw tobacco Is 
showing signs of a fall and be said,
“ No,”

SHRI JYOTIRMOY BOSU : It is a 
very important question.

SHRI AM RIT NAHATA : There is 
an important supplementary about the ex­
port o f tobacco.
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MR. SPEAKER : He says, "N o .”

SHRI AMRIT NAHATA : Thera is 
another aspect There is a monopoly.

SHRXMAT! LAKSHMIKANTHH M-
MA : If  It is advantageous, why should 
they not form a board ?

SHRI PRABODH CHANDRA : The 
Minister in his defence said that export has 
gone up from Rs. 22 crores to Rs. 25 crones. 
Is he aware of the fact that of the other 
exporting countries the export has increased 
moch more as compared with the increase 
in the export o f tobacco from India ? The 
number of smokers has increased at least 
by 5 per cent, while the increase in our ex* 
port is not even 5 per cent.

MR. SPEAKER : With the exception 
of my community.

SHRI L. N. MJSHRA : The question 
is as to what is the position o f our export. 
Our export in the four or five months 
of this year has been Rs. 23 crores 
as against Rs. 22 crores last year. 
So far as increase in other countries is 
concerned, it is a fact that we are facing 
competition from some countries like 
Thailand. Philippines, Indonesia and Paki­
stan. New competitors have been coming 
up. But till now we have been holding on 
to the market and our position has been 
improving. Therefore, (here should not be 
apprehension on that account.

SHRI JYOTIRMOY BOSU : Is U not
a fact that your raw tobacco export ftgutes 
have remained more or less constant, mean* 
ing that you have failed to export finished 
goods of tobacco, and is it also not a fact 
that the export of raw tobacco of the select 
variety, golden Virginia flue-cured, has re­
mained a monopoly of the Indian Leaf 
Tobacco Development Company, a subsi­
diary of Imperial Tobacco C om pany; if 
so, what have you done to break the mono­
poly there ?

SHRI L. N. MJSHRA : Till now the 
export of tobacco has been in the private 
sector and we have no intention of canali­
sing it. The hon. Member had made this 
suggestions in the Consultative Committee 
also and we had a  long discussion on this 
point. We do not want to dislocate the 
present channel of export of tobacco.

Setting op of Export Promotion Council
for Oil Seeds and Oil-seed Products

•670. SHRI K. LAKKAPPA : Will 
the Minister of FOREIGN TRADE be 
pleased to s ta te :

(a) whether Government have since 
taken any decision for the getting up of an 
Independent Export Promotion Council for 
oil seeds and oil-seed products as suggested 
in a  commodity survey jointly made by the 
Bombay University and the Operations Re­

THE MINISTER OF FOREIGN 
TRADE (SHRI L. N. MISHRA) : (a) and 
(b). Yes, Sir. The Government have decided 
to set up an Export Promotion Council foe 
Oil*seeds, Oils and Oil-c&kes and steps 
have already been taken towards ibis 
end.

SHRI K. LAKKAPPA ? 1 wotDd like 
to know whether the Export Promoston 
Council consists o f att experts in the  matter 
of promotion o f exports o f oilseeds and o t-  
seed products in igfe countxy.
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SHRI L. N . MBHRA : It will not 
consist only o f exports but there will be 
representatives of trade, importers and 
also the main producers and Government 
representatives.

SHRI K. LAKKAPPA : I want to know 
whether the Government o f India has taken 
stock o f the situation in this country for 
promotion o f exports.

SHRI L. N. M1SHRA : The committee 
has recently been set up. So far as export 
is concerned, export has shown encouraging 
figures. But there is no availability of 
oilcakes in the quantity we want. Maharash­
tra, where we could get them in plenty, is 
short o f oilcakes. But even in that situa­
tion exports have been improving.

Crisis in Film Industry due to Scarcity of 
Raw Film

•674. SHRI JYOTIRMOY BOSU : 
Will the Minister o f INFORMATION AND 
BROADCASTING be pleased to state :

(a) whether Government are aware that 
the Film Industry in India is facing a  
serious crisis due to the inadequate institu­
tional financing and scarcity of raw film ; 
and

(b) if so, the steps taken by Government 
to solve this crisis ?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE 
MINISTRY OF INFORMATION AND 
BROADCASTING (SH RIM ATI NAND1N1 
SATPATHY) : (a) The problems of our 
film industry include the lack of adequate 
institutional financing and the occassional 
scarcity of raw film.

(b) Government have set up the Film 
Finance Corporation Limited to meet the 
shortage of institutional financing at 
reasoanable rates of interest. This is a 
public undertaking which of late has been 
financing the production of comparatively 
low-budget and purposeful films of high 
artistic merit. Government have recently 
augmented the resources of the Corporation 
tad propose to place additional funds at its 
disposal during the current and subsequent 
years.

***<» for tfce production o f raw blade and 

Whenever there have been 
shoftefes p f »och fifes, Gov**-

ment have imported sizeable quantities o f 
such films through State Trading Corpora­
tion.

SHRI JYOTIRMOY BOSU : May I 
ask what was the total amount sought by 
applications for film finance during the 
last year and how much did you actually 
give ?

SHRIMATI NANDINI SATPATHY: 
Actually we have Rs. 1.32 crores. That is 
the budget of Film Financc Corporation. 
It is a fact we get a  number of applications 
but it is not possible to meet those demands 
of the people who ask for the money. But 
again, as I have already mentioned in my 
answer, the purpose of the Film Finance 
Corporation is to finance those films which 
are of high artistic quality. So, it is not 
for the Film Finance Corporation to finance 
all the films or any one who wants to make 
films.

SHRI JYOTIRMOY BOSU : What is 
the applied amount and how much you 
actually gave ?

SHRIMATI NANDINI SATPATHY : 
This figures is not available with me now 
but I will give it later.

SHRI JYOTIRMOY BOSU : About the 
raw-material production, as I understand* 
the requirement of negative film is in the 
region of 18 million feet a year and for the 
positive it is about 4.57 lakh feet a  year. 
In view of the failure on the part of the 
public sector project at Ootacumand to give 
the required quantity of raw-material to the 
film industry what specific steps the Govern­
ment proposes to take to save it from 
ruination.

Secondly. Mr. Sinha had assured that he 
will set up a chain of cinemas in the public 
Sector. What have you none in regard to 
that ?

SHRIMATI NANDINI SATPATHY: 
Sir, it is a  fact that there was shortage of 
raw film, that is, black and white positive 
film. The import of black and while posi­
tive film is not normally allowed in view of 
the indigenous production as has been 
mentioned by the hon. Member. But due 
to the shortage of film we have allowed 
import i f  the black amf white positive 
film and met the ^em |nd of tjio 
industry
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SHRI D. N. TIWARY : May I know 
what is tit* criteria of a  high quality 
a  fihn or a film with intrinsic qualifications 
because the applicants who go for finance 
are hapssed on this norm ? Can yoti tell 
me what criteria has been laid down and 
What steps are taken to see that people are 
not harassed t

SHRIMATI NANDINI SATPATHY:
I do not agree with the hon. Member that 
the people are '  being harassed by the Film 
Finance Corporation. As I have already 
mentioned, the resources of the Film 
Finance Corporation are limited. It is not 
possible to meet the demand of all people 
who apply for finance. To decide about
the artistic merit of the film, there is an
expert committee and there are a number of 
committees which go through the script 
the treatment and other things of the 
film. They examine the whole thing and 
then decide it.

Minister whether 
the capacity of the Hindustan Photo films 
will be increased so that we become self* 
sufficient in raw films and may 1 
know when we will achieve self-sufficiency 7

SHRIMATI NANDINI SATPATHY; 
It is not the question of increasing the 
capacity of Hindustan Photo Films. 
Actually, these are temporary shortages in 
production and they are trying to meet the 
shortages. Tfey are also trying to improve 
thequaJlty of films*

SHRI AMRIT NAHATA ; Th* product

hat gone down considerably. About IS per 
cent of films that are produced ift the 
country are colour film*, We do not' 
manuflscture r»w colour films in our country 
and immense foreign exchange is fceitt| 
spent over the import of raw colour films. 
The quality of positive black and white 
films that are produced in our country is 
good but the black and white negative is of 
low quality. Will the Government consider 
improving the quality of black and white 
negative in our country and also will 
the Government consider setting up of a 
plant for the manufacture of colour films.

MR. SPEAKER : The question is about 
financing.

SHRI N. K. SANGHI : There is no 
doubt that there is a very serious crisis in 
the film industry. More than 300 films are 
lying on the shelf for want of finance and 
raw materials. The hon. Minister just now 
said that the Film Finance Corporation is 
not in a position to give adequate finance 
for the production of films. May I know 
from the hon. Minister whether she will 
move the Government to recognise film 
industry as an industry and also move 
the Government to give financial aid 
to the film industry so that they can also 
survive and feel that they are a  part of the 
country and they get out of the crisis. The 
Hindustan Photo Films has been closed for 
more than six months. That is the reason 
why raw material is not available in the 
country. 1 would like to know what 
steps Government are taking in the
matter.

MR. SPEAKER : It is not a question 
but a suggestion.

1 would like to read out to the hgh. 
Minister the very first line or the very first 
sentence of this book by the former Intelli­
gence Bureau Chief, Government of India, 
it reads thus ;

“The encouragement to write this 
book first came from Shri Y. B. Chavan, 
then India's Defence Minister. Shri 
Chavan was rather concerned at some 
unjust and informed criticisms that were 
being levelled at Government's handl­
ing...”

Shri Y. B. ChaVan was certainly free to ask 
the military intelligence oi the Chief of the 
Intelligence Bureau to write this book* But 
I wou*d have thought that when no less a 
person that Shri Y. B* Chavan who was 
th a t Defodc* Minister, who had
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also boon the Home Minister and who is 
How the Finance Minister, encourage a 
retired official of such an important depart* 
meat as the Intelligence Bureau to write a 
book, it should be presumed at least by 
outriders that this book had the approval of 
the Government of India. The reason for 
my saying this is this. This book has al­
ready become controversial* Government, 
of course, may be perfectly justified in hear­
ing no evil, in seeing no evil and speaking 
no evil. The reply to the question in 
monosyllables like ‘Yes’ and ‘No’ seems to 
be very intelligent. But this book has al­
ready become very controversial. Instead 
of serving the purpose which Shri Y. B, 
Chavan had in view, this book has in my 
view and in the view of very competent 
readers, rendered the entire Government of 
India, our late Prime Minister and the 
functioning of the entire Government and 
its intelligence system a laughing-stock. 
May I know why this book was not read 
earlier and why no approval was sought ?

SHRI MOHSIN : It is true that in 
this book, Shri Malik has traced the
development leading to the India-China 
conflict in 1962 and he has given an account 
of the conflict and has analysed the causes 
that led to India’s reverses in the conflict. 
The book also describes at length the
organisation and functioning of the intelli­
gence services in the country, and some of 
the contents of this book are such as would 
warrant further consideration as to whether 
action under the Official Secrets Act could 
be initiated. The matter is at present under 
consideration of Government. But under 
the present rules, only persons who are in
service are to take the permission of
Government if they are to publish certain 
books. But there are no rules as such 
today requiring persons who have retired 
to take permission for writing such books.

SHRI TRIDIB CHAUDHURI : When 
this book was really written, as claimed by 
the author, at the encouragement of one of 
the important and senior Cabinet Ministers, 
was it at any time discussed at the highest 
level, because apart from the functioning of 
the Intelligence Bureau, it reveals so many 
things and in such a way that I do not 
know how and why this man should have 
been put in chaise of our intelligence
wrvfce?

SHRI MOHSIN : Yds, Government are 
aware of the contents of the book. X have 
already pointed put the main features o f 
the book. Whether to take action against 
this ex-official or not is actually under con­
sideration.

SHRI M. RAM GOPAL REDDY : Has 
this book any adverse effects on our defence 
and foreign policies ?

MR. SPEAKER : Too big a question— 
asking for opinion.

SHRI MOHSIN : That is exactly what 
is under consideration.

SHRI D. N. TIWARY : How many 
books on the india-China war of 1962 have 
been written and have military officials and 
even an ex-Secretary of the Defence Minis­
try written books on the subject which give

With effect from 15-9-70, cotton import 
has been canalized through the Cotton 
Corporation of India Limited. From that 
date, import licences for cotton are being 
issued in the name of the Corporation with 
endorsement in the name of the user mills. 
Mills have been allowed freedom to choose 
their own agents for services hitherto 
rendered to them for importation of cotton. 
The Corporation will also render such 
services wherever asked to do so. 

As regards the internal trade, the 
Corporation will undertake purchases by 
way of price support, provide ready market 
to cultivators who grow new varieties of 
extra long staple cotton and help the 
National Textile Corporation for the mills 
under Government management as well as 
mills in the private sector in procuring 
domestic cotton. 

Trade with Middle East Countries

(c) India is already importing substan­
tial quantities of essential raw materials 
from countries hi the region such as cotton 
from UAR and Sudan, and Rock phosphate 
from Jordan. The possibilities of impor­
ting other commodities as crude oil and 
sulphur is being actively explored,

(b) and (d). There is a good demand 
for both our traditional products such as 
tea, jute manufactures, cotton textiles, spices 
including cardamom and non-traditional 
products such as engineering goods, chemi­
cals and plastics. The following steps are 
being taken to increase the volume of trade 
with these countries and, in particular, to 
promote the exports of non-traditions! 
item s:

(i) Trade Agreements :—have been 
concluded with UAR, Sudan, 
Jordan, Iraq and Syria and with 
the first four special arrange­
ments are concluded from year 
to year which provide for an 
element of growth in our 
exports.

(ii) Trade Fairs and Exhibitions 
We participate in a number of 
fairs each year where special 
emphasis is laid in exhibiting 
exports. Recently two wholly 
Indian exhibitions have been 
held in Khartoum and 3eddah.

(iti) Participation in large value 
tenders and turnkey projects : — 
Exporters are encouraged and 
assisted to compete successfully 
in winning the tenders ; large 
value contracts for textile 
machinery, setting up of cement 
plants in two countries in the 
region, exporting transmission 
lines and supplying railway 
equipment have been secured. 
Further, taking advantage of the 
development plans of these 
countries by obtaining consul­

tancy contracts is being enoeuM 
raged.

(to) Other measures include exchange - 
of official and unofficial delega­
tions, conducting market surveys 
and area surveys, fixing appro­
priate targets and taking 4^eps 
to assist in their fulfilment, assis­
ting exporters with their special 
problems, etc. The above list 
is only illustrative and not
exhaustive.

(v) Exports from India to Middle 
East countries, which were at a 
level of Rs. 80 crores in 1967-68 
are expected to exceed Rs. 150 
ciorcs during the current year.

has been possible to develop and manu­
facture teleprinters for transmitting and 
receiving in that script.

(d) As the exact phonetic reproductions 
of the script of regional languages require
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separate sets of Morse code and teleprinter 
machines, provision of telegraphs facilities 
in each language would require extra­
ordinarily large investment besides special 
course of training and opportunity for the 
staff to keep up practice and speed.

Assistance for Development or 
Backward Regions

2871. SHRI SHANK\RRAO SAVANT 
Will the Minister of PLANNING be pleased 
to state :

(a) whether Government are aware that 
in several States there are some backward 
regions such as Telengana in Andhra 
Pradesh and the Konkin in Maharashtra ;

(b) whether Government are thinking of 
giving Central help for the development of 
such regions ;

(c) if so, the nature and extent of this 
help ; and

(d) if not, how Government propose 
to gear up development activities in such 
regions 0

THfc MINISTER OF STATE IN THE 
MINISTRY Ol* PLANNING (SHRI 
MOHAN DliARIA) : (a) Yes, Sir.

(b) and (c). :
(1) The Committee of Chief Ministers 

appointed by the ND( has evolved 
a formula for giving Ceutral assis­
tance to State Governments for the 
implementation of their develop­
ment programmes which takes into 
account, among other things, the 
needs of individual States which 
have special problems. After the 
outlay on the development pro­
gramme of each State is fixed on 
the basis of the Central assistance 
to which that State is eligible 
according to the objective criteria 
laid down by the Chief Minister’s 
Committee and the resources which 
the State itself can make available 
for the purpose, it is for the State 
Government to decide what should 
be the outlay for the accelerated 
development of backward regions 
within each State. In advising the 
StAtt Governments about the size

as well as the sectoral distribution 
of their outlays and at the time 
of finally approving such outlays, 
the Planning Commission takes due 
care to ensure that the maximum 
possible invest is nude for develop­
ment programmes designed to 
meet the need* of the backward 
regions of each State.

(2) In addition, a special pattern of 
assistance has beei evolved by the 
Planning Corrniissioa for selected 
backward areas like border dis­
tricts and hill districts of ccrtaia 
States.

(3) Further, districts which are in 
need of special attention in the 
matter of industrial development 
have been identified and notified 
with the co-operation of the State 
Governments, in pursuance of the 
recommendations of the Pandey 
and Wanchoo Committee Reports. 
Pieference is being given to these 
districts in the matter of location 
of industrial projects in the public 
sector provided they are founa to 
be feasible on techno-economic con­
siderations. The Licensing Commi­
ttee also givei preferential treat­
ment to applications from the 
backward regions. Ratnagtri and 
Kolata districts of Konkan region 
are among the districts notified 
for the pjrpose of these benefits.

(4) Further, concessional finance is be­
ing provided for ne«v industries 
which may be set up in these 
backward districts, from financial 
and credit institutions in the pub­
lic sector. In addition, the Central 
Government is giving an outright 
subsidy amounting to If 10th of the 
fixed capital investment to new 
units having a total fixed invest­
ment not exceeding Rs. 50 lakhs 
each, in two selected districts in 
each of 9 States identified as in­
dustrially backward and in one 
selected district in each of the re­
maining States and Union Terri­
tories. Ratnagiri district in Konkan 
•egion has been selected for the 
purpose.

(5) The Rural Electrification Corpo­
ration which ha? been set up re­
cently, provides finance on conces-
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sionai terms to State BJectrieky 
Boards for rural electrification 
programmes jo backward areas.

(6) Special programmes of large magni­
tude are being implemented for the 
benefit of the weaker sections of 
the rural population and for the 
development of dry and arid areas. 
Under these programmes 46 Small 
Farmers Development Agency pro* 
jecta, 41 projects for Sub-marginal 
Farmers and Agricultural Labour 
and 24 projects for Fanners in Dry 
Areas have been launched by the 
Government of India. An amount 
of Rs. 100 crores has also been 
provided for an integrated pro* 
gramme of rural works in 54 
chronically drought-affected areas.

(7) A crash scheme for rural unem- 
ployment has also been launched 
by the Government of India with 
an initial provision of Rs. 50 
crores.

(8) Surveys of backward districts of 
Orissa, hill and backward areas of 
Punjab, primitive tribes of Madhya 
Pradesh and Basti districts ir (Jttar 
Pradesh, have been conducted. A 
Study Team has carried out a sur­
vey of the development programmes 
of tribal areas. A Central Team has 
also studied the problems of tribal 
people in Andhra Pro desh.

(9) The Planning Commission has 
offered assistance to States for pre­
paring district plans which wilt 
result in identifying the problems 
of backward regions and thereby 
help in evolving measures for 
solving their problems.

(10) A special assistance of Rs. 45 crores 
is being provided to the Govern­
ment of Andhra Pradesh to enable 
it to spend this amount during the 
period ending on 3 KM974 on the 
special regional development pro* 
gramme of Telengana area in 
addition to the Plan outlay in that 
area.' A Telengana Development 
Committee and a Plan Implemen­
tation Committee have been const!* 
luted Jo expedite the progress of 
deitlopment programmes in Telen­
gana area including the special

regional development programme 
of Rs. 45 crores.

Effect of E.E.C. Exrention on 
Indian Trade

In the 
negotiations between the United Kingdom 
and the European Economic Community, 
for the former's entiy into the Community 
the question of leUtions between the en­
larged Community and tnc Commonwealth 
countries in Asia and the Far East came to 
be discussed. It has been agreed by the 
negotiating sides that in respect of these 
countries the Community would be prepared 
to examine with them—after enlargement 
and taking into account the scope of the 
Generalised Preference Scheme-such pro­
blems as may arise in the trade sector, with 
a view to finding suitable solutions. In 
taking this decision we were not consulted. 
We have pointed out that the Generalised 
Scheme of Preferences would not take care 
of many of our trade problems arising out 
of the enlargement of the Community.

Indians Kitted by Pak Army

mation available at present, 49 Indhn 
nationals were killed during this period. 
No military personnel was killed.

(b) The Border Security Force is in 
strength all along the border and is ready 
to meet any situation. Apart from stren­
gthening I he border outposts and intensify­
ing patrolling of the border by the Border 
Security Force, the Army a ’so been 
alerted to the ready to throw out any 
intruding Pakistani troop* from Indian 
soil.

(c) In all these cases, Government of 
India have lodged protests with the Govern­
ment of Pakistan and have demanded 
compensation from Pakistan for property 
destroyed and for injuries sustained a& v*ell 
as for the families of those killed &% a 
result of Pakistani intrusion into and/or 
shelling of Indian territory. Extra ordinary 
pension and other ex-gratia pa> menu arc 
being given to tne dependents of the BSP 
personnel killed in such incidents. In the 
case of civilians, wherever possible, relief 
is given.

Concessions for Backward Arms

2878. SHRI JYOTIRMOY BOSU :

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE 
MINISTRY OF PLANNING (SHRI 
MOHAN DHARIA): (a) and (b). Planning 
Commission had set up two Working 
Groups to recommend-(i) the Criteria for 
Identification of Backward Areas, and (2) 
the Fiscal and Financial Incentives for 
industries in Backward Areas. The recom­
mendations of these Working Groups uere 
considered at the meeting of the N.D.C. 
Committee of State Chief Ministers held in 
September l%9. The following decisions 
were reached : —

(i) Concessions to be offered by 
financial and credit institutions 
for financing industries in back­
ward areas should be available 
to selected backward areas in all 
the States and Union Terri­
tories.

(ii) The criteria to be adopted for 
selection of industrially back­
ward districts tn the States and 
Union Territories may be settled 
by the Planning Commission in 
consultation with the financial 
institutions and the State 
Governments, in the light of the 
two sets of criteria recommen­
ded by the Working Group 
on Identification of Backward 
Areas,

(ih) The C entral Government may 
give an outright grant or subsidy 
amounting to one-tenth of the 
fixed capital irives'ment of new 
units having a total fixed capital 
investment of not more than 
Rs. 50 lakhs each in two 
selected districts each of the 
9 States identified as industrially 
backwary by the Working 
Group (viz., Andhra Pradesh, 
Assam, Bihar, Jammu and 
Kashmir, Madhya Pradesh, 
Nagaland, Orissa, Rajasthan 
and Uttar Pradesh) and one 
district each of the other States 
and Union Territories ; schemes 
and projects for new units 
involving fixed capital invest­
ment of more than Rs. 50 lakhs 
may be considered on merit. 
Farther, the Planning Cotnmis-
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sion may also work out what 
should be the unit o f a district.

2. In pursuance of the abo * c. and in 
consultation with the financial institutions 
regarding the criteria for the selection of 
districts, proposals were invited from the 
States and Union Territories for a list of 
industrially backward districts of their 
respective States, along with the statistical 
data, for purposes of concessional finance 
from the financial institutions. The States 
and Union Territories were also requested 
to indicate separately the names of the 
districts from out of the above list for 
purposes of the 10 per cent outright grant 
or subsidy by the Centre,

3. The districts/areas approved so far 
for (a) concessional finance from the 
financial institutions, and (b) for the 10% 
outright grant or subsidy by the Centre, arc 
listed in statements I and II laid on the 
Table of the House. [Placed tn Library. 
See No. LT~507/7l|.

4. The Industrial Development Bank 
of India, the Industrial Finance Corporation 
of India and the Industrial credit and 
Investment Corporation of India have 
announced the terms of the concessional 
finance for industries to be established in 
the selected backward districts Briefly, the 
concessions include (i) lower interest rate of
7 per cent ; (ii) extension of the period for 
the repayment of the first instalment of the 
principal amount of the loan from 3 years 
as at present to 5 years ; (iii) longer period 
of 15-20 years for the repayment of the 
loan as against 10 to 12 years normally 
stipulated ; <iv) reduction of the normal 
service charges by 50% ; and (v) reduction 
of the margin of security by the IFCI and 
the ICICI to 30/35 per cent

5. The details of the scheme of 10% 
outright grant or subsidy by the Centre 
including the procedure for disbursement, 
are being finalised by the Ministry of 1. D.

There it no 
proposal at present under consideration of 
Government: (i) to fix the price limit of 
T.V. Sets; (li) of giving special financial 
assistance to the manufacturers of T. V. sets. 
Indigcoous manufacturers have at present 
priced T.V. sets of 23* and 19' screen sheet at 
Rs. 1900 and Rs. 1700 respectively, exclusive 
of all taxes. Government are contemplat­
ing the followiog important sets which are 
likely to result in the lowering of the prices 
of T. V sets:

(i) gradual reduction in the prices of 
electronic components by setting up 
large volume production ; com­
ponents account for a substantial 
portion of the cost of television 
sets ;

(ii) larger quantity production of tele­
vision sets in each uni t ; and

(iii) production of transistorised tele­
vision sets with small scrcens of 
sizes 12* to 16*.

Crisis in Handkmn Industry in Kerala

A number of 
complaint* had been received, about the 
rise in prices of cotton yarn resulting in 
difficulties to the consumers hi the decent* 
rali&cd sector, viz, handloom, powerlooms 
etc from the various parts of the country, 
including Kerala State. There wat achkUIy 
no shortage of, supplies of cotton yftru as 
such. The problem mainly relWed to the 
increase in prices.
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2. Tihf* might have resulted in closure 
o f a  few handloom factories in Kerala and 
oilier States. Exact details in this regard 
are not available. However, ttore are no 
reports regarding large scale closure of hand- 
loom factories.

3. With a view to bringing down the 
prices o f cotton yarn and making its supplies 
available to the decentralised sector at 
reasonable rates, Government of India have 
taken the following steps :

(i) To augment the supply of cotton, 
with a view to meeting the short­
fall in domestic production, import 
of additional foreign cotton and 
staple fibre in substantial quantities 
has been arranged. In addition, 
various measures have been taken 
to regulate more stringently stocks, 
credit control and other trading
facilities.

(li) In order to assist the cotton hand- 
loom, powcrloom and hosiery
sectors, a pool of cotton carded 
yarn has b cn created. Supplies 
from the pool are made through 
the Directors of Industries/Hand- 
looms in the State concerned.

A non-returnable contribution is recovered 
from the interested parties for opening of a 
post office in their area only when the pro­
posed post office is likely to work at a loss 
higher than the limits fixed by the Govern­
ment. The policy adopted in the opening 
of new post offices is as indicated in the 
statement.

(b) In cases where a post office is justi­
fied according to the departmental standards 
excepting that it is anticipated to work at a 
loss higher than the permissible limit, the 
the amount of non-returnable contribution 
is equal to the amount of loss above the 
permissible limit. In case the parent office 
also works at a loss higher than the per­
missible limit of Rs. 500 per annum as a  
result of opening of this office the amount 
of extra loss above Rs. 500 in respect of 
the parent office is also recovered as a non- 
returnable contribution.

In cases where opening of a post office 
is not justified according to departmental 
standards, the amount of non-returnable

Since no 
specific organisation has been mentioned 
holding unsold stocks oif handicrafts, the 
question implies the unsold stocks in the
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whole o f  the country. This figure is not 
possible to be collected and if an attempt is 
made to collect this figure, the effort and 
labour involved will not be commensurate 
with the benefit which could be derived by 
collection of this information. Unsold 
stocks of handicrafts are possible at all levels 
of production and marketing, namely with 
the craftsmen, with the middlemen in the 
trade and with the exporters spread all over 
the country.

The Prime Minister of Ceylon on th& 
occasion of moving the present amendment, 
has stated that the Government of CeyTbn 
intend to implement the 1964 Indo-Geyf#£ 
Agreement “ both in letter and spirit**. The 
present amendment is to the Ceylcfnese 
domestic legislation of 1967 and not to the"
1964 Indo-Ceylon Agreement. Bot^’ 
Governments have agreed that the Intfo* 
Ceylon Agreement of 1964 shall be im­
plemented fully in letter and in spirit.

SHRI M. KALYANASUNDARAM :
The hon. Minister started by saying that 
the Government have seen only pres* 
reports but the information he has given as 
compared to even the press reports is very 
incomplete. I want to know whether the
Qŝ WlSflMtTZA VU W ffit
amendment to the Indo-Ceylon agreemtigt 
Implementation Act of 1967 was moved by 
no less a person than the Prime M is te r  of 
Ceylon herself to the effect that deferen t. 
punishment will be given to the employer! 
if they continue to employ persons w^p 
have obtained Indian citizenship ? *p>$ 
punishment will be two to five yefuft 
rigorous impri^pment. I ^vant tp pq&r 
why our Government missed this iB^oftw ^/ 
amendment. What is the ^mpMc^c^n o f , 
this amendment ? Is it not to force persons 
of Indian origin 1 I db nbt kndft «4o 
coined these ientrf. These pWsbns Wn*> 
been in Ceylon for over 100 years; for
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generations they might not know where 
their roots a r e ; except that they speak 
Tamil. They contributed their sweat, blood 
and labour for the development of Ceylon 
and I do not know how that famous agree­
ment, Sha&tri-Srimavo agreement of 1964 
was reached and on what basis they 
accepted the division of these so called 
stateless persons and after that in 1966 the 
officials of both the Governments met and 
discussed the details of giving effect to the
1964 agreement. Now unilaterally that 
Government takes steps to amend their Act 
and it is a matter of serious concern for us 
as' large number of persons would be 
forcibly repatriated to India. It is next 
only to, if not as serious as, the refugee 
problem arising from the influx from 
Bangla Desh. In 1964, the number was 
estimated at 9,75,000. Every day the 
number will be increasing. Two days ago,
1 think the Deputy Minister gave an answer 
that 22,000 persons have registered so far as 
Indian citizens. Corresponding to this 
figure, 15,000 persons have been granted 
Ceylon citizenship. What is to happen to 
more than 9 lakhs of people who will 
continue to stay in Ceylon, despised by the 
Ceylon and disowned by India ? What is 
to happen to them ? Did the Government 
study the implication of this amendment ? 
The Government of Ceylon want to force 
these people to leave Ceylon and go to 
India. What will they do ?

May I ask the Minister, when you 
agreed in 1964 to repatriate as many as
5,25,000 Stateless persons,—I think you 
agreed to it in all seriousness—what is the 
action taken so far ? Nearly seven years 
have passed to repatriate them, to give them 
an honourable abode in their former home­
land. The Government of India has not 
done anything, nor did they take up the 
matter with the Ceylonese Government to 
see that the problem is approached in a 
more realistic way. It is a human problem. 
The number is much more than what is 
actually put on record. Now, without 
consulting the Government of India, they 
unilaterally amend the Act and I want to 
know what will be the fate of these people. 
They are mostly from the southern States, 
particularly from Tamil Nadu. So, we are 
vefy much concerned about it.

Having promised at the time, of tbe 
agreement, the Government of India failed
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to treat this as a problem of the Central 
Government. They did not give sufficient 
inducement for the Stateless persons in 
Ceylon to opt for repatiiaticn, and the very 
few who had oome over here are not very 
happy. When the people who arc still in 
Ceylon come to know this, how will they 
opt for repatriation to India 1 This is the 
problem.

I want a clear answer from the Minister 
of External Affairs or even if necessary from 
the Prime Minister as to what is going to 
to happen to these people who constitute 
more than n»ne lakhs, and what further 
steps are the Government going to take with 
the Government of Ceylon. Of course, we 
want very cordial and friendly relations with 
all our neighbouring countries, but for that, 
this is not the way in which you can 
purchase friendship. There should be some 
principle in dealing with such human 
problems. So, let me have an answer from 
the Minister to all my questions.

SHRI SURENDRA PAL SINGH : I 
agree with the hon. Member when he said 
that this is a very difficult and very com­
plicated problem and it has a human angle. 
There is no doubt about it. We also share 
his anxiety and his views that this whole 
problem has to be dealt with very dclicately 
and very carefully. But the hon. Member,
1 think, has necessarily painted a very dark 
and dismal picture in regard 10 the im­
plementation of the whole scheme.

As regards the amendment of which he 
has spoken at length, I think the hon. 
Member must have read it in the news­
papers and come to the conclusion that in 
this amendment we should not see any 
attempt on the part of the Ceylon Govern­
ment to either drag their feet in this regard 
or to back out of the agreement and their 
commitments. This amendment has been 
adopted by the House of Representatives 
merely to bring their own domestic law in 
line with the J964 agreement. The House 
Is already aware that in that agreement, the 
conferment of Ceylon citizenship was linked 
up with the number of people repatriated 
to India,-—actually repatriated,—and not just 
registered as Indian citizens in Ceylon. 
So, there is nothing sinister on invidious 
on the part of the Ceylonese Government 
in doing this. They merely brought their
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own law in line with the 1964 agreement, 
to which we have agreed. There is nothing 
to which we could really take objection.

About the difficulties in the way of the 
people coming back from Ceylon, we have 
made elaborate arrangements in consultation 
with the Tamiinadu Government and there 
are a number of schemes for rehabilitating 
them. We will see that all those who come 
back properly looked after and rehabilita­
ted*

SHRI M. KALYANASUNDARAM : 
In the statement itself it is said...

MR. SPEAKER : Why don’t you 
believe the minister ? you are relying on the 
statement too much.

SHRI G. VISWANATHAN (Wandi- 
wash): We can depend more on the written 
statement than on the oral reply.

SHRI M. KALYANASUNDARAM: 
The statement itself states :

“The 1967 Indo-Ceylon Agreement 
(Implementation) Act related the grant 
of Ceylon citizenship with the grant of 
Indian citizenship and not with their 
actual repatriation.”

B u t n o w  i t  is re la ted  to  ac tu a l re p a tr ia tio n .

SHRI SURENDRA PAL SINGH : As 
the House is aware, the 1964 agreement 
envisaged that a certain number of people 
will be given Indian citizenship and certain 
number will be given Ceylon citizenship, the 
ratio being 7:4. That is, for every seven 
individuals granted Indian citizenship and 
repatriated to India, Ceylon will give 
Ceylonese citizenship to four persons. In 
the 1967 Act which they enacted later on, 
they made a slight modification to suit 
their own requirements. That is, they 
linked up the question of conferment of 
Ceylonese citizenship with the number of 
persons getting registered as Indian citizens 
in Ceylon. We did not object to it because 
it did not come into conflict with the old 
agreement. So far as the latest amendment 
made by them is concerned, it only brings 
their own enactment in line with the 1964 
agreement. It does not also come into 
conflict with the 1964 agreement.

SHRI SEZH1YAN (Kumbakonam) : I 
agree with the Government that we should 
maintain' good neighbourly relations with 
Ceylon and we do not want to say anything 
which will create any discord in our 
friendly, relations. Recently when there 
was insurrection in Ceylon and open defi­
ance of law and order, the Indian Govern­
ment went all the way to give them what­
ever help they wanted to meet the situation. 
That has created a further friendlier
atmosphere. I want this problem also to be 
solved with a friendly and human approach. 
But I am sorry to say that the Shastri-Siri- 
move Pact entered into in 1964 was a depar­
ture from the earlier stand taken by Pandit 
Jauahar lal Nehru, who never accepted the 
position of so-called Stateless persons. He 
maintained that whosoever may be in 
Ceylon, it was the problem of the Ceylonese 
Government and we could not take any 
responsibility for them. But the 1964 Shastri 
Sirimovo Pact made a departure from that 
stand. The latest amendment to the 1967 
Act makes another departure and makes the 
conditions stringent for the so-called State­
less people there. The agreement of 1964 
envisaged that in 15 years 5.25 lakh people 
should be repatriated to India and 3 lakh 
people should be given Ceylonese citizenship.

As the Minister has rightly pointed out, 
and also mentioned in the written statement 
the lndo-C'eylon Agreement Implementation 
Act linked the grant of Ceylonese citizen­
ship with the grant of Indian citizenship 
and not with actual repatriation. That was 
the position under the 1967 Act. But the 
present Amendment seeks to link the grant 
of Ceylonese citizenship with the actual 
repatriation of those persons opting to come 
to India. But for the repatriates coming to 
India there are some difficulties. Even 
though many persons have registered them­
selves to come to India, facilities have not 
been made on the part of the Ceylonese 
Government to make their exit to India 
possible and feasible. According to the 
available statistics while the Indian High 
Commission in Ceylon have granted Indian 
citizenship to 72,000 people up to July 1970 
the number of Ceylonese citizenship granted 
duriiig the same period is only 7,300. If 
you take the latest figure, while We have 
granted Indian citizenship to 85,000 people 
Ceylon ha# granted citizenship to only
15,000 people. So, this ratio of 7 : 4 has 
not been observed.
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Then, ft was acceded iA tfrt as^m flffl 

o f  1964 that the repatriates sHoutd be 
permitted to take with them * mirfimum of 
R* 4,000 per person and a maximum of 
Kfc 75,600 jfer family. This amount is to be 
given is foreign exchange. Bat the Ceylon 
Government is not readily giving to the 
repatriates the minimum and maximum put 
in<he agreement. Even on a conservative 
estimate, if 35,600 people hfcvfe to be repa­
triated per annum, it wilt come to ks. 16 
ntfflfon to 17 million per year. The official* 
of Qojrion say that they find it difficult to 
manage such a huge sum. That may be One 
reason for slowing doWn ihe repatriation to 
Intfia.

Therefore, before accepting the amend­
ment of the Act, which seeks to link the 
grant of Ceylon citizenship with actual 
repatriation, the Government of India 
should see whether facilities have been given 
tp those people who have opted for repatria­
tion and whether the Ceylonese Govern­
ment are fulfilling the obligations they have 
undertaken under the 1964 Agreement.

Then, there is an apprehension in the 
minds o f  those people who are working' in 
the plantations, who are there for the last 
three generations, that they will be uprooted 
and thrown out of their jobs so that they 
will repatriate to India. If they are 
repatriated suddenly it will put them In a 
vwy difficult situation. So, repatriation has 
to  be done in an orderly and human way.

SHRI SURENDRA PAL SINGH : The 
hon. Member has asked a number of ques­
tions. His main anxiety appears to be that 
since the amendment has been adopted by 
the House o f  Representatives some change 
has come over which is likely to affect 
adversely the interests of the people of 
Indian origin. May I assure him once again 
that as far as this amendment is concerned 
it will not make the slightest difference to 
the agreement ? Both India and Ceylon 
stan<! by their commitment. As the House 
knows, over a period of 15 years 5,25,000 
people of Indian origin are to come to India 
and Ceykm will give citizenship to 3 lakhs 
people. It i$ true that there is short-faB on 
botnpides* We have not been able to 
confer Indian citizenship and repatriate as 
many, as we should have done, nor has 
Cejlon been able to honour tm  part of the 
commitment fully, because there have been

a number 6t difficulties'in the Way. ft is A 
very difficult scheme to implement because 
htfman beings are involved. All these 
difficulties are now being overcome, 
procedures are being streamlined aJ&'tiT 
whole machinery has been set up i& ordfcr 
to accelerate the pace of implementation #  
the agreement to the desired pitch.

As far as the question of providing 
these people with the necessary facilities is 
concerned, the House has been kept fully 
informed in the past that we on our pfcft 
are providing adequate arrangements to 
bring these people over here, rehabilitate 
them and provide all kinds of facilities to 
them. There is no doubt about that.

So far as the other side is concerned, 
there should be no apprehension in the 
minds of the hon. Members that difficulties 
will be placed in their way by Ceylon itself. 
The Ceylon Government, specially the 
present Ceylon Government, is very keen 
that the scheme should be implemented 
expeditiously and all those people who have 
got Indian citizenship should leave Ceylon 
as early as possible ; that is to say. once a 
person has opted for Indian citizenship 
then they would like him to go back to 
India as quickly as possible. There is no 
difficulty on our side either in taking them 
back. To that extent we cannot really 
quarrel with the Ceylonese Government. In 
regard to facilities for the repatriation of 
thte assets and other things, I can assure tbfc 
hon. Member that there is complete co­
operation from the other side and there ts 
complete understanding between our two 
governments and nothing is being done 
which wilt create difficulties for the peopfc 
over there.

It is because of this that the 
A.P.H.L.C. world is not quiet 7 This is  
the real patriot, is he not ?” '

I asked Shri G, G. Swell, the Deputy- 
Speaker, about it and he refuted the news 
item in toto. We know that the Deputy- 
Speaker is debarred from accepting any 
other office of profit. But the Deputy-Speaker 
felt very helpless as he himself could not 
raise a question here, because he occupies 
the Chair sometimes. It is not only against 
an individual but is against the very office 
of the Deputy-Speaker and the dignity of 
the House. This very patently false and 
defamatory imputation casts a reflection 
not only on the character of Shri G. G. 
Swell, but on the office and conduct of the 
Deputy-Speaker of the Lok Sabha and brings 
that high office in to disrepute and is a gross 
breach of privilege and contempt of the 
House. Therefore, I propose and move that 
the matter may kindly be referred to the 
Privileges Committee of the House.

AT VARANASI

On 22-6-71 at about 16.42 hours while 
train No. 48 Dn. Bombay-Varanasi Express 
was ~ntedn!:line No. 4 at Varanasj Station 
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Varanasi 

of the Northern Railway, it side-collided 
with a shunting engine v.hich had to 
perform shunting on train No. 10 Down 
Dehradun Express aiready standing at the 
station. 

As a result of the side-collision two 
coaches i.e. the composite First and Third 
class through coach from Madras to 
Varanasi which was third from the Train 
engine and a Third class coach which was 
fourth from the Train engine of 48 Dn. 
Bombay-Varanasi Express. got damaged. 
According to the latest Information available 
three persons were killed in this accident 
and another 15 injured of whom 13 were 
hurt grievously. 

Immediately after the accident, the 
North Eastern Railway's medical van at 
Varanasi was placed at the site to render 
medical aid to the injured. After first aid 
on the spot the injured persons were taken 
to the North Eastern Railway Divisional 
Hospital at Varanasi. 

The Member, Mechanical, Railway 
Board and the General Manager, Northern 
Railway accompanied by 1he Chief Opera-
ting Superintendent have proceeded to the 
site of the accident. The Divisional Superin-
tendent, Danapur who was at Mughal Sarai,

SHRI SHANKARRAO SAVANT 
(Kolaba) : Mr. Speaker, Sir, as I said 
yesterday, I rise to support the Demands of 
the Ministry of Home Affairs. 
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[Shri Shankarrao Savant]
The year 1970-71 has been a crucial year 

in our democratic set up. In 1947 we 
attained Independence. After three years in 
1950, as the Preamble to the Constitution 
says, we swore to constitute India into a 
sovereign democratic republic. The world 
had always doubted our ability to wield this 
weapon of democracy thanks largely to our 
medieval background and the existence of a 
predominantly illterate electorate which has 
often shown strange allergy to frenzied 
communal appeals. But to the consterna­
tion of the world, we went through four 
General Elections more admirably. In the 
Geo era 1 Elections of 1967 the Congress was 
badly mauled but still it remained the 
greatest bulwark of secular democracy. 
Wher^ therefore, it split into two in 1969, 
the prophets of gloom vied with each other 
in predicting in disaster for democracy. 
When the mid-term poll was announced in 
1970, not only the professional astrologers 
but even the professional politicians began 
predicting dismal pictures of the things to 
come. It was openly said then that India 
was at the cross-road of democracy and 
mubocracy and that mobocraey in the shape 
of fronts, coalitions and conglomeration of 
parties and persons will rule over India. 
But, thanks to the dynamic leadership of 
Shrimati Indira Gandhi, jnst the reverse of 
whast these laokadaisical pessimists had pre­
dicted has come true.

Not only did the Congress get a thum­
ping majority in the Lok Sabha but the air 
of buoyancy exuded by the results of the 
General Elections became infectious and it 
swept before it Gove/timents in nine 
States—most of them Coalition Govern­
ments. Ip most of these States the political 
metamorphosis became so devasting that the 
President’s rule had to be invoked to give 
breathing time to the puzzled politicians to 
adjust themselves to the new situation.

When the fr&rtts, combinations and 
conglomerations are thus vanishing from odr 
political arena, we are faced with two 
monsters that have thrived upon the political 
insecurity of the last five years. First is 
communalism and second is Naxatitism.

Communalism is the bane of our 
politics for several decades. Each year it 
thrives on new causes. At page 34 of this 
Rapart of the Ministry of ttome Affair* 
tht0r haw detailed several proposals to durb

communalism and I am sure that if these 
proposals are diligently and honestly worked 
out, communalism can be curbed. I  parti* 
cularly refer to proposal No. 4—'“Timely 
and adequate action under law should be 
initiated in respect of inflammatory writings 
and public utterances which foment com­
munal trouble*4. This is well said than 
done. So, I would suggest both the Central 
and State Goverments should take action on 
these lines. Such action will go a long way 
in curbing communal disturbances. But 
unfortunately that is not done.

That is the reason why communalism 
always increased from year to year. As a 
general rule I may say that communal is ts are 
loved by none but are wooed by all at least 
at the time of election. During the last 
elections, the Muslim League, and the Jan 
Sangh who are supposed to be the antithesis 
of each other, combined to make it tough 
for the Congress. £\en the Congress has of 
ten showed greater respcct to communalist 
Muslims than to Nationalist Muslims. 1 his 
has created an atmosphere in which com­
munalism is making surreptitious gams Yt 
is therefore necessary that we should stick 
loyally to the various measures detailed at 
page 34 of this Report to put down the 
scourge of communalism.

The Naxalite menace has grown mostly 
in West Bengal. The political uncertainty 
created by the Internal quarrels in the 
Congress in 1966 is the main caut>e of the 
rise of the Naxalitcs. It is a matter of 
shame that public men, candidates at elections 
and high-ranking officials including High 
Court Judges should be murdcied in broad 
daylight and the culprits could not be found, 
and if found, should be acquitted in courts 
of law because no body dares to come for­
ward to depose against the miscreants. The 
State Government of West Bengal is mainly 
responsible for this sordid state of affairs. 
During the President’s rule, the Governor 
too does not seem to have done 
much to curb this menace. If, therefore, 
the President's rule is clamped once 
more upon the hapless State of West 
Bengal~~as seems highly probable,—it will 
be the duty of the Central Government to 
see that this baneful menace to public life 
and to law and order it put down once for 
all. •

It is true that the immediate responsibi­
lity'for law and order it upon the State
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Governments. The Union Government is 
only a coordinating and supervising agency 
but even then it can do & lot by way of 
advice.

Then, I will refer to civil defence. So 
far as civil defence is concerned, the Centre’s 
responsibility is direct and therefore the 
present strengih of civil defence corps of
2.5 lakhs as against a target of 4.50 lakhs is 
certainly not commendable. This is not 
adequate. The Centre must take special 
steps to see that civil defence staff are put in 
proper order and to raise the proposed 
target, especially in view of the present 
situation of the country particularly our 
relations with our neighbours.

The Home Ministry’s main responsi­
bility is regarding inter-State disputes. They 
have to solve the disputes amicably and 
judiciously. The disputes between Punjab 
and Haryana, between Assam, Manipur and 
Meghalaya have either been solved or are 
about to be solved. But the 15 year old 
dispute between Maharashtra and Mysore is 
left to stew in its own juice. The Mahajan 
Report was ready in 1967 but it took 3 years 
simply for laying it on the Table of the 
House. Even then, nothing thereafter has 
been done so far. There is a stray line in 
this report at page 22 which says :

“ Efforts to resolve the dispute were
made but these have not so far been
successful.**

Absolutely nothing is stated as to what 
efforts were made, by whom they were made 
when they were made, what was the reac­
tion of the parties concerned, etc. Only a 
stray line is put that efforts were made. That 
is all that is mentioned. How long are the 
efforts to continue ? How long are the end­
less and fruitless efforts to Continue ? My 
request to the Prime Minister who is head­
ing the Home Ministry is that she should 
take up courage in both hands and see that 
this dispute between Maharashtra and 
Mysore is resolved at an early date. I had 
asked one Starred Question. It was turned 
into an Unstarred Question. I Mad asked 
as to what are the impediments which are 
coming in the way of resolving this parti­
cular dispute.

No answer has so far been given, ard  I 
do not think that any Specific answer will 
be giyen. They only want to bide time, and 
this Is a bad procedure. Once there is a 
dispute betvteen two States and there is a 
•pccifc xtsponsibDUy of the Central Govern­

ment to resolve this dispute, there is no 
reason and there is absolutely no justification 
for keeping the dispute unresolved for years 
on end.

So far as the Mahajan report is 
concerned, Shri Mahajan has distorted facta 
and even perverted them. He has really 
gone beyond his jurisdiction in making 
certain recommendations, but all that is a 
different matter ; when we discuss that 
report, 1 am sure we shall be able to point 
out how far he has gone beyond his juris­
diction in making those recommendations.

Ail that is necessary is that the Union 
Government must take courage in both 
hands and decide to solve the dispute in 
such a way that it will be an example for 
solving similar other disputes all over 
India. It is no use giving an ad hoc solu­
tion, because what we want is that there 
should be justicc, and justice can be said to 
be there only when that particular formula 
can be made applicable all over India. 
Therefore, the present Ministry's attempts 
at putting off the solution every time are 
very bad. All that I can say is that the 
Maharashtra-Mysore dispute which has 
exercised the minds of persons from both 
Maharashtra and Mysore should be resolved 
at an early date and should be resolved 
along lines which will be laying down sane 
and sound principles of administration in 
resolving such disputes.

DR. KAILAS (Bombay South) : While 
supporting the demands for ftanfift for
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Ministry of Home Affairs, I would like to 
draw the pointed attention of the bon. 
Home Ministeir to certain things which need 
his urgent attention. The Home Ministry 
should effectively alert all its agencies to curb 
the activities of spies and saboteurs in 
certain parts of the country and the Govern­
ment should use all its powers of Preventive 
Detention Act. In addition the Government 
should request the law Commission to 
examine the question of formulating a com* 
prehensive law of treason and espionage. 
Though the existing law has proved effective 
but still it does not interefere with the 
activities of those persons who are openly 
saying that the 'Chinese Chairman is our 
Chairman’ and who fly flags of foreign 
nations in our country. Books are published 
about which questions were asked at 
question hour only today ; those books are 
definitely against the security of this country. 
The hon. Minister while replying the 
question the morning said that the Govern­
ment was thinking of taking action under 
the Official Secrets Act. According to my 
way of looking at things, the Government is 
not empowered to take action against such 
persons under the Official Secrets Act, or 
against the publishers who are publishing 
those books. Today at the meeting of the 
Congress party in the morning, the names of 
two papers were mentioned : a Bangalore 
weekly, Nashernan and a Patna paper, 
Sangam. They were writing pro-Pakistani 
articles and denounced the policy of the 
Government in respect of Bangla Desh in 
their papers. Under the Official Secrets 
Act as it is at present it seems the Govern­
ment has not been able to take quick action. 
Those books were written by the Govern­
ment officers who retired from Government 
service. ! do not know why quick action is 
not being taken. Hence as I suggested 
earlier, hon. Home Minister must request 
the Law Commission to suggest an effective 
piece of legislation to take action against 
such people.

Large sums of foreign money are being 
utilised by political parties, by persons who 
stand in elections and persons who are 
carrying on research work.

I must congratulate the Government 
that a Council for Social Science Research 
has been established with a view to reduce 
dependence on foreign funds, but it seems 
Government will have to consider some 
proposals to enact a legislation to impose 
WtrfctioQ* pa thp receipt wtf utilisation pf

such ftmds coming from foreign countries. 
Such legislation, in my opinion, should 
include positive provisions so that our 
parliamentary institutions, political organisa­
tions, academic and other voluntary 
organisations are able to function in a 
manner consistent with the values of a 
sovereign, democratic republic. This legisla­
tion should contain such clauses that 
especially the political parties, members of 
the legislature and the election candidates, 
must take the prior permission of the 
Government before accepting this assistance.
I am saying this as I am couvinced that 
these large sums which are accepted or to be 
accepted by individuals or organisations are 
eroding the integrity of our country, and the 
functioning of the national institutions is 
also being eroded by foreign powers.

We hear of communal disturbances 
erupting off and on. May I request the 
Home Minister to request the Home Mini­
sters of the different States and the Chief 
Ministers of the different States where such 
communal disturbances occur, that they must 
deal with such anti-national persons with a 
very heavy hand ? But 1 must warn that 
when the police is dealing with communal 
disturbances or such demonstrations by 
labour unions and others endangering the 
peace of the cities, tries to check them, the 
course which is adopted at present is firing 
which they should not do. In this country, 
we cannot tolerate this thing any more. 
Whatever and however much provocation 
may be there by the demonstrators or by 
those anti-national people, they should not 
kill but they should fire to disperse. There 
should be certain procedures laid down for 
the purpose. A force should be trained to 
control such anti-social elements or riots of 
communal nature or of labour agitation. In 
other countries, there is a police force which 
controls such crowds or riots without taking 
a single life. Why should we not develop 
that, and why should we not give compulsory 
training to such a police force which should 
be utilised always for curbing or stopping 
this communal disharmony and riots.

1 know communal harmony cannot be 
brought about by police. It is the duty of 
all political parties to come to some under­
standing to create an atmosphere of 
communal harmony, which is a great national 
task. 1 cannot blame the Home Ministry 
alone. - Th^re-are fcOmeTiiterested communal

Ni(  wish to draw the attention1 of the 

Home Minister to the question of brain 
dntin. Being a medical man coming from 
Bombay, I know instances after instances of 
our intelligent medical men, engineers and 
scientists, who used to work in the Haffkme 
Institute, going abroad either in the name 
of further study or for getting experience or 
getting a  job. I cannot defend them. I 
only remind them their first duty is towards 
the country and not to go abroad to earn 
money. I know certain steps have been 
taken by Government to create a scientific 
pool system and to create some supernumer­
ary posts, but these methods have almost 
failed. We will have to find a solution to 
this problem. Those who have gone abroad 
may or may not come back, but in future 
we should see that our intelligent &.id 
talented scientists do not go abroad to settle 
down permanently there. A study grcjp  
formed by the Home Ministry found out 
that between 1960 and 1967, about 20,000 
engineers, 10,000 doctors and 8,000 scientists 
went abroad and very few came back. The 
Home Minister should kindly consider 
whether we can pay n»jre to our doctors, 
engineers and scientists looking to their 
states and stature. I kown we cannot afford 
to pay them so much as they are earning 
abroad. But if they get Rs. 3000 abroad, 
we cannot expect them to receive Rs. 300 or 
400 here. Let there be some understanding 
in Government of their status and stature in 
fixing their pay.

The question of privy purse and special 
privileges has been hanging fire for a long 
nine. The Fourth Lok Sabha passed a Bill 
for their abolition but, unfortunately, that 
Bill could not get through in the Rajya 
Sabha by only one vote. Perhaps, it was 
a blessing in disguise for the country. 
Because of the losing by one vote in Rajya 
Sabha, the country has taken a positive 
turn towards socialiam and a new irnpe 
has been created in this country by the 
people due to the able and efficient leader­
ship of Shrimati Indira Gandhi. May I 
request the Prime Minister that before this 
session comes to a dose this peace of legis­
lation should be brought forward, or at least 
an announcement should be made to that 
effect so that when we go back to our 
P& m *ad% m  my that we m

going to fhtfil what we have promised and 
that we are following the chosen path.

I  am sorry to  say that t l»  police depart­
ment is full of corruption, brutality and 
inefficiency, barring a few police officers am! 
a  few policemen. Though I am not accuse 
ing the whole rank and file of the police 
department, but the fact is that people are 
afraid of them* So, the people do not go 
to the police station to give assistance to the 
police in crimes happening in their prcsance. 
So, this question as a whole should be 
looked into. Today the policemen and 
police officers are getting low pay. There­
fore, young and intelligent persons from 
respectable families and families of integrity 
do not come forward to join the police 
force. Let the Home Ministry make all 
efforts to see that respectability is given to 
the police department by some positive 
action to attract proper persons.

Further, I would say that Union is one 
of the popular languages of out country'. 
May I suggest that the following things 
should be done, so far Urdu is concerned ? 
(1) Facility should be provided to those 
children who wish to study Urdu, (2) 
Arrangements should be made for training 
of Urdu teachers at primary and secondary 
stage. (3) Facilities for instructions in 
Urdu should be there up to the postgraduate 
level. (4) Documents in Urdu should be 
accepted in ail courts and this without the 
necessity of translation. (5) Petitions in 
Urdu should be accepted. (6) Important 
laws, rules and regulations and notifications 
should be issued in Urdu language where 
that language is prevalent. For this purpose 
areas may be notified. For doing all this.
I suggest that a Urdu Board should be 
constituted.

Lastly, coming to defections, I would 
request the Home Minister that is the 
Prime Minister to kindly bring forward a 
legislation to put a stop to this as early as 
possible. Because, at a time when the 
image of the Congress Party and its leader­
ship has gone so high, opposition parties 
accuse us of bribing people and instigating 
defection which I cannot tolerate. Not 
only this. It is necessary to keep our 
image the same or even take the image 
still further up. May I request that the 
Bill for Defections may kindly be brought 
In tfeis Sessioij alone. I thank yoq
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very much for giving me little more time to 
speak. 

MR. SPEAKER : Out of the list sub-
mitted by the Congress Party before Dr. 
Kailas, Shri M. C. Daga is still absent ; 
Shri Devinder Singh Garcha is still absent ; 
Shri B. K. Daschowdhury is still absent ; 
Shri Nathu Ram Ahirv.ar is still absent-
Smt. Subhadra Joshi has come back now-
so are Shri Darbara Singh and Mohinder 
Singh Gill. I think those gentlemen who 
send their names should be present in the 
Ho11se. After all we have dispensed with 
the lunch hour. It should apply to all. 

SHRJ M. SATYANARAYAN RAO 
(Karimnagar) : Mr. Speaker, Sir, I rise to 
oppose the demands for grants because I 
have got my own reasons. As you know, 
this Tehngana problem is there since 2-~ 
years and everybody knows what had 
happened in Telangana in 1969. After that 
we have resorted to peaceful methods 
to solve this problem. But, un-
fortunately, this Government-particularly 
this Home Ministry-is not taking any 
interest to tackle this problem immediately.

[Mr. Deputy-Speaker in the Chair] 

Recently, on the invitiation extended by 
the hon'ble Prime Minister to Dr. Chenna 
Reddy he came here and he was very much 
serious to see that this problem is solved 
permanently. But, unfortunately, some of 
the Members on the Congress benches from 
Andhra Pradesh were not at all interested 
in tackling this problem. If they are really 
serious, if they want to solve this problem 
they must strengthen the hands of the 
Prime Minister. Instead they are weakening 
her hands and yesterday an hon'ble lady 
Member said that she wanted a categorical 
statement from the Prime Minister that the 
Prime Minister was not going to accept any 
demands for separate States. Why ? When 
she knows talks and negotiations are going 
on between the Central Government and the 
Praja Samiti why she should poke her nose 
unnecessarily. That means she is not 
interested because, Sir, I know, she is 
interested in getting berth in the Cabinet. 
It is not good. They must be very serious 
about this problem. They must strengthen 
the Central Government to tackle this 

problem. The reasons she adduced yesterday 
that if you are going to from separate 
Telengana then you will be opening a 
chapter for disintegration of the whole of 
India. When Meghalaya is granted State-
hood ; when Himachal Pradesh is granted 
Statehood and when Haryana and Punjab 
are there why not Telangana. Fazal Ali 
Commission has come to the conclusion and 
submitted a report that it is economically a 
viable State and it should not have been 
merged in Andhra Pradesh in 1956. In view 
of this Report why is it undesirable to grant 
Statehood to Telengana. We are going 
abroad and stating so man)' things about 
Bangia Desh that the regional feelings are 
there. I want to assure one thing. Last 
time also I told categorically that we \'~ant 
separation from Aadhra Pradesh but we do 
not want to secede from India_ It is not at 
all our object. We want to be in India. 
After all, we are a part and parcel of India. 
We are very happy about it. Some people 
seem to be under the impression that once 
it is granted statehood, something may 
happen. That is absolutely wrong. There 
should not be any doubt about it. Do not 
be under that impression. 

Talks were going on. We all MPs from 
Telangana Praja Samiti were really very 
much anxious to see that this problem was 
tackled. I am very thankful to the Prime 
Minister that she has taken such steps in 
spite of opposition from the Andhra Pradesh 
Chief Minister and other leaders. We 
thought that again Dr. Chenna Reddy would 
be called here for further talks. But, 
unfortunately, he has not been invited here. 
It seems that this Government is not serious 
to settle this problem. 

I request you not to put us in an 
embarrassing position. On the one hand, 
you say that we must be prepared for talks · 
on the other, when we come here, you ar~ 
not prepared for talks and you are not invi-
ting Dr. Chenna Reddy. This way you are 
going to malign us before the people. That 
way you are not going to strengthen our hands. 
Then it will be very difficult for you to tackle 
this problem. Today Dr. Chenna Reddy is 
there ; tomorrow somebody else may come. 
I want to make it very clear, please be 
serious about this problem. I hope that 
the Prime Minister will take immediate 
steps to tackle this problem and for this 
purpose, I hope, the concerned parties the 
Chief Minister and Dr. Chenna Rebdy 
would be called here immediately. ' 
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SHRI N. TOMB1 SINGH (Inner 
M anipur): Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, I must 
at the outset express our thankfulness to 
the Prime Minister for her wisdom and also 
maturity in having taken a decision to grant 
statehood to Mani Pur and Tripura and to 
take abequate steps towards quick legisla­
tion in this behalf.

Today we are discussing the Demands 
of the Ministry of Home Affairs at a time 
in our history wnen the country is facing 
difficulties in and around her. Naturally, 
therefore, we are supposed and expected to 
pay the best of our attention when we make 
our observations and think of the steps that 
are likely to be taken in the course of the 
year.

I am supporting the Demands for 
Grants of the Ministry of Home Affairs. 
We have sung and are singing with the poet, 
“ Home, home, sweet home ; there is no 
place like home/* In making a home 
sweet there are a number of essential 
ingredients. Of all the essential elements, 
the maker of the home sweet, the agency 
which keeps the home sweet, itself does not 
have sweet problems. Naturally, therefore, 
in order to make the Home Affairs Ministry 
sweet to itself as well as to those who are 
having the protection of the home Ministry, 
there should be cooperation of a number of 
elements, and such co-operation should not 
mere imposition but should cone out of 
self discipline. It should be willing and 
affectionate cooperation of all the agencies 
involved. It is here that the role of the 
police comes in the picture.

So many measures, pieces of legislation 
that are not welcomed by the other side of 
the House, and agen:ies like the police have 
come to stay because conditions in the 
country are not improving.

I belong to the eastern region of the 
country where there have been prolonged 
problems of law and order arising from 
different sources. Of all the problems, I 
would like to pinpoint one which has been

• long associated with the role played in our 
country by two of our neighbours, namely, 
Pakistan and China. As the House is aware, 
Pakistan has been trying to play such a 
destructive role In the eastern region of the 
country through its eastern sector which was 
only Ull recently known as Bast Bengal and 
now as Bangla fresh. Through its, eastern 
sector, Pakistan ihilltary junta has been 
try&g to educate Indian bt*y», the youth of

our country, from the Mizo Hills, Manipur, 
Nagaland and tribal areas of Assam and 
Tripura, to create hostility against our 
country. Even after what has happened in 
Bangla Desh, after we see all that has 
happened in Bangla Desh, we now discover 
and they 'also must have discovered that 
Pakistan military junta has been txying to 
create hostility among our own citizens 
without their being able to win over the 
hearts of the people. After what has 
happend in Bangla Desh, we shall be hoping 
for the best and preparing for the best. 
We do not know what will come out of the 
Bangla Desh episode. But let us hope the 
best will materialise under the able leader­
ship of our Prime Minister. It will certainly 
affect the eastern region. Pakistan military 
junta should stop training our boys and 
girls in the use of arms and also financing 
them through different underhand organisa­
tions, encouraging movements over-ground 
as well as under-ground, to create hostility 
against our country, thereby trying to 
separate the eastern zone from our mother 
land.

Let me today coniine to these problems 
of law and order in that part of the country. 
1 have already made reference to Pakistan 
military junta trying to educate our youth. 
Even now, there are quite a number of our 
boys, a number of youths, from the Mizo 
Hills, Manipur, Nagaland and the tribal 
areas of Tripura and Assam in Bangla Desh 
behind the bars in our country for having 
tried to cross over the border or for laving 
made such efforts to act against our own 
country. Now, in this regard, specially 
about those of them who have been 
arrested from Manipur, there is one very 
pertinent thing that it has been found, very 
satisfactorily and to some extent encourag­
ingly also, that after all this has happened, 
some of them have changed their hearts and 
tome of them have shown their willingness 
to change their policies. And they are now 
disillusioned and have expressed willingness 
to change their policy. This is indicative 
of further changes not only in Manipur but 
in Nagaland and other areas. So, now, 1 
think it is the right time to take advantage 
of this situation and introduce measures as 
to change the mind of those who have been 
extremists and those who have been hos tiles 
under the guidance and inspiration of China 
and Pakistan because change of heart can 
take place and we in the Congress Party 
under the prolonged leadership o f Mahatma
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Gandhi believe hi the change of heart. So, 
this i« the right time. The Home Ministry 
should through its so many agencies, through 
the mass media and information and 
broadcasting and even through the Police 
agency—I do not want to belittle the im­
portance of the Police in this respect and 
they can certainly make their own contribu­
tion—introduce measures to improve the 
situation. The policy of the govt, towards 
these extremists must also change.

Having said this on the subject with 
your kind indulgence, I would like to point 
out the necessity of removing the regional 
disparity in the matter of services, through 
adequate measure?. I am just pointing out 
this because whatever disparity either in the 
field of industries or in the field of education 
of Services that we find to-day, may not 
be noticeable to-day, but in due course of 
time, such disparities will come to the fore. 
If they are not taken notice of at the proper 
time and prevented timely, they will create 
serious danger to the whole country because 
regional disparities may create political and 
other problems. So, I would suggest tnat 
in respect of the Eastern Zone, specially in 
the tribal areas of Tripura, Manipur, 
Nagaland, Meghalaya and the tribal areas 
of Assam adequate protection should be 
given in the matter of Services. This I am 
pleading with all the emphasis at my 
command and with a sense of justice. A 
boy bom and brought up in Delhi city 
sitting for the same examination under the 
U. P. S. C. is on a higher footing than a 
boy from these tribal and backward areas. 
They have been brought up in different 
conditions. It will take a long time for 
this gap to vanish but for the present, this 
has to be recognised and some concession 
has to be meted out. In this regard, we 
know protections are there for the tribal 
people and also the Scheduled Castes. It 
is not enough. For instance, the valley of 
Manipur to which 1 belong, may be ex­
amined.

Except for my religion, and certain 
cultural background I do not know how do 
I differ from my friend in the Tribal area. 
But t  do not know how it happened. We 
belong to Hindu religion. We do not eqjoy 
any protection. It is regrettable to say 
that none of our boys and girls has come 
up in the IAS. Not a single boy has come 
up because we do not eqjoy any protection. 
This must be considered. If  there is and 
titete must fco, I believe, enough scope under

the existing rules and laws in the Home 
Ministry to protect such group of people. 
We are not Scheduled Castes or Scheduled 
Tribes but we are very backward. For 
some reason of their cultural background 
and religious association, they have not 
been included in this. For these people 
there must be sufficient protection. With 
all emphasis at my command, I would like 
to request the Home Ministry to look into 
this and take appropriate steps.

Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, you have 
given me more time. Iu order to strengthen 
the Eastern Zone, I would like that there 
should be more and more of cultural in­
tegration.

After the Bangla Desh episode, we 
know that the cultural tie—-the tie of blood 
and the tie of language—is the strongest tie 
and that the tie that comes through religion 
is only secondary.

If we arc to strengthen the unity and 
the integrity of the country in the Eastern 
Zone, it can be done only through this 
cultural tie and it should not be through the 
majority culture being imposed upon the 
minority culture. It should be done through 
fruitful dialogue between these various 
groups and sympathetic understanding bet­
ween the different communities. There is 
ample scope for that, if the Home Ministry 
could do some serious thinking on this and 
take up adequate steps.

Therefore, Mr. Deputy Speaker, I would 
suggest that attempts should be made to 
make the different cultural groups big or 
small, to mix together in that region to 
strengthen the integrity of the country.

With these words, I support the Home 
Ministry's Demands.

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER : Shri Bircn 
Dutta. Three minutes.

SHRI BIREN DUTTA (Tripura West) : 
While I rise to participate in this debate, 
I associate myself with the views expressed 
by Shri Saroj Mukerjee yesterday. You 
will understand the correctness of his state­
ments if you go through the figures con­
tained in the Ministry’s Report for the year 
1970-71.

SHRI SEZHIYAN (KLumbakonam) : I
want to raise a pertinent question. The 
Home Ministry’s Demands are being dis­
cussed here, but there is no Minister repre­
senting the Home Ministry. There may be 
Ministers representing Parliamentary Affairs 
or Finance Ministry, but not representing 
the Home Ministry.

MR, DEPUTY-SPEAKER: H* has 
Wtt«on* oat for bfif a  minute.

SUm  SEZHIYAN : Thwe are Owe 
Ministers. Not one of them is here.

SHRI BIREN DUTTA: There you 
wifi find that the Minister has at his dis­
posal a  colossal axmy of 55 battalions of 
C.R.P., 7 battalions of Industrial Security 
force, three contingents of Assam Rifles and 
6,02,767 Home Guards in all the States of 
India. At the same time, his counterparts
i i  all the States have strengthened the police 
and armed constabulary in each State. That 
is why the police budget has risea from 
Rs. 3 crores in 1950-51 to Rs. 77 crorcs in 
1970-71. But with what effect ? With the 
growth of these forces the communal riots 
have increased. In 1969 according to this 
report there were 519 incidents of communal 
riots and in 1970 there were 521 incidents. 
It has spread over Maharashtra, Bihar, West 
Bengal, U.P., M,P. and Assam. In this 
report again you will find violent activities 
have also spread to Assam, Andhra Pradesh, 
Kerala. U.P., Punjab, Tripura; the situation 
in West Bengal and Bihar is causing anxiety. 
May I ask the hon. Home Minister why he 
is demanding such colossal money ? Is it 
to bring about these riots more and more, 
violent activities more and more ? He is 
not keen on ending the Privy Purse. He is 
not interested in curbing the activities of 
foreign and native exploiters of our people. 
He is employing the CRP and the industrial 
security force, even military against the 
workers in Tripura. He has deployed CRP 
in my State of Tripura. I shall mention 
only one instance. The workers of the 
State press numbering about 153 went on a 
strike with the simple demand that their 
pay scalcs should be revised and increments 
should be given properly. Then the CRP 
was employed in 1969 and still that press is 
protected by the CRP. The secretary of 
that union has been suspended from that 
period. Eleven Government employees had 
been arrested by the CRP and beaten inside 
the employees’ union’s office. A few thou­
sands of employees had been given show 
cause notice. In this way these forces are 
used by the Home Ministry. He has not 
given us the promised statehood ; he has not 
given us any assurance that there will be 
regional council for tribal areas. He has 
not accepted the unanimous resolution of 
the Tripura State legislative Assembly to 
exempt 2 \  ’ acre holdings from tax even 
though 14s pactyman is the Chief, tyinfctflr
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there. All the goo# propose#* are tunnel 
down by the Home Ministry.

Tripura has only 17 lakhs of people, 
tfew 10 lakhs of refugees have entered that 
$(***. All the roads have been occupied by 
them and there is no place even to stand. 
IStebody Is to look after them. The camps 
provide accommodation only to five lakhs 
pf people and all the rest are left without 
any food and shelter. The Home Minister 
thought yesterday the West Bengal Security 
Act, to arrest people who are protesting 
Against these things. I want to draw the 
attention of the Home Minister, Prime Minis­
ter and the Education Minister to one thing. 
They went to Agartala. He found that 
our people had been killed by the bullets of 
Pakistan Army. The Prime Minister saw 
that with her own eyes. They have not 
even given a statement in the Press that 
people were killed. What is the position in 
Tripura and how are things developing in 
that State ? You should not suppress us 
by these police and military forces ? Many 
people have tried to do so many times in 
the history and you are also trying. You 
bluffed the people by saying that you were 
bringing in socialism. But you have practically 
showed your intention by these provisions 
in the budget.

SHRI K. SURYANARAYANA (Eluru): 
Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, what has been 
said yesterday also by some hon. Members 
from West Bengal has been repeated today 
by the hon. Member who spoke just before 
me ; the same thing is being repeated by 
those friends who are encouraging violence. 
Wherever these is any golmal, wherever there 
are groups operating ag ains t the law, politi­
cal or something like that, the Government 
has to take action. For instance, instances 
have been quoted from Andhra Pradesh. 
When the people are being encouraged to 
occupy some lands unauthorisedly, as in 
West Bengal, what is to be done ? When 
there is a law, the law has to be adminis­
tered and order has to be maintained ; the 
law has to be maintained as passed by the 
the Assemblies, and the Assembly members, 
Ministers and the Government are only 
there to maintain the laws which are passed 
by the Parliament and the Assemblies. But 
these parties, particularly the communist— 
left or right—wanted to take advantage of 
the innocence of the people in rural areas. 
Now* they have started i* tfci tribal was*

tty  i>maid$/or Qrmty,

They have failed in the rural areas and have 
now started their activities hi the trftsal 
areas. The Government are taking proper 
action not against the innocent Harlans 
o r  Girtfans there but against the violent 
methods of the people who are being 
encouraged by these parties. To suppose 
that violence, the Government are taking 
action in different States.

In Andhra Pradesh also, unless our 
Government has taken those steps against 
violence, they would have created one more 
field for violence, as in the West Bengal. 
When the communist party was in the 
government in West Bengal, they indulged 
in all these things, and when the Naxalites 
came on the scene, it became difficult for 
them. They began to expose the Naxalites 
or something like that The point is, 
wherever there is violence, it should be crush­
ed by all means. It should not be tolerated 
or encouraged. That is the policy of the 
Government. And that policy has to be 
implemented, even though, fortunately or 
unfortunately, some other government may 
come in there. What happened in Kerala ? 
What are they doing ? Are they support­
ing non-violence or violence against the 
people there, which is being crushed by the 
other people ? Wherever any party govern­
ment is there—communinst party or any 
other party—they must see that the people 
have a peaceful life according to law.

Now, mention was made that in 1950*51 
the budget for the Home Ministry of the 
Government of India was only Rs. 3 crores 
or so, and that now it has come to Rs. 77 
crores. It is so only on account of the 
atrocities encouraged by the communist 
party. Because of that, the Government 
have to spend more. Otherwise, if they- 
were not encouraging violence for political 
reasons, there is no necessity to spend so 
much. There is no necessity to enhance 
our budget only for the sake of maintaining 
the police, etc. It is only to suppress the 
violent methods indulged in by some parties 
that it had to be increased.

Coming to my own State. Andhra 
Pradesh, some of our friends—Shri M. 
Satyanarayan Rao, and also Shrinqati 
Lakshmikanthamma—mentioned several 
things. Several times we have agreed to do 
anything in a peaceful way which is in the 
interests of the country as a whole. It is 
not a quebtiw of merely going to  an eto*
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tion In the Panchayat board or to the 
Assembly, for deciding the issues of Tolen- 
gana. We must see whether it is in the 
national interests, whether it is beneficial 
to the country as a whole, it is not a 
question of counting in the Assembly* or 
in Parliament, of any votes. It is not a 
question of any plebiscite in any one part 
of the country. The entire country has 
showed that there is integrity of the country, 
big and small States together. If they are 
suffering on any account, the regional com­
mittees are there. For example, there is the 
water dispute wherever there are rivers, the 
water should be used for the benefit of the 
country as a whole and not in a regional 
way or in a language way, whether it is 
Andhra, Kerala or Madras. Whatever 
scheme is beneficial to the country, it should 
be supported by all.

Now, they are saying that the develop­
ment of Telengana has been neglected. There 
are several ex-ministers saying like this. 
But when they were in the Government, 
what did they do ? Dr. Chenna Reddy was 
Finance Minister and Mr. V. B. Raju was 
Planning Minister. We never objected to 
their taking steps to develop Telangana or 
other backward areas of Andhra Pradesh 
when they were in power. They did not do 
any thing at that time. Now they want to 
take political advantage of the innocence of 
the people. We have no objection to the 
development of not only Telengana but 
other backward areas also. My district of 
West Godavari is supposed to be a surplus 
district. But there only 3 taluks are deve­
loped and 5 taluks are not developed. We 
are going to develop it with the assistance of 
the Government of India and the State 
Government. So, wherever there is back­
wardness and there is necessity for regional 
development, we are not against any deve­
lopment anywhere, we are prepared to 
sacrifice for the development of Telengana. 
They are 10 members here and we are 29. 
If we join together, there will be 39 mem­
bers here. Like a joint family, we will fight 
for the development of Telengana and other 
areas, because we want not only integration 
in the country, but integration in our region 
also.

They .have constructed some buildings 
for the Police Academy Centre in Hydera­
bad. Now it setftnft they are contemplating 
to shift the Academy to Rajasthan or sqme 
o w  place. Wheat* the buildings have beon 
constructed, why should they shift it 1 t

request that it may be allowed to remain in 
Hyderabad.

It wa* alleged here that in Andhra Pra­
desh, 541 people have been recently arrested 
by the Police Minister, Mr. Vengal Rao. It 
is false. I enquired and found that only 40 
or 50 people have been arrested, bccauwi 
they occupied unathorisedly some other 
people's lands. In Andhra Pradesh, we have 
distributed about 10 lakh acres of wastelands 
to the poor people. No other State has done 
it. la s t year also, somopeople encouraged 
the grabbing of others' lands forcibly. I want 
to point out that merely giving land to a 
poor man will be of no use. He must be 
given funds to cultivate it properly. For 
the last 30 years, in my village, without any 
violence, I have asked the people to culti­
vate about 200 acres of Government land. 
The harijans in my area have got one o* 
two acres. But, then, they are exploited 
by other people. To avoid all this, when­
ever harijans are given some land by thfe 
government, simultaneously they should also 
be given some finance. Otherwise, because 
of their acute poverty they are likely to foe 
exploited by the moneyed people. Now the 
Andhra Pradesh Government have decided 
that there will be no harijan families with­
out land and no houses without light. Bui 
the Andhra Government do not have suffi- 
cent funds to implement this scheme.

SHRI P. K. DEO (Kalahandi): What 
about Kanchikacherla ?

SHRI K. SURYANARAYANA : That 
is a matter which has gone to court. That 
need not be discussed here. Here I may say 
that Shri Thimma Reddy, whose name was 
menteoned in that connection, his name is 
being recommended by the Harijan Sevak 
Sangh for appointment as their Secretary.

Lastly* I would again plead that there 
should be no question of coming to Delhi 
to settle the differences between Telegana 
and Andhra. Let us settle it amongst our­
selves. Instead of coming to Delhi, or fight* 
ir*g against each other, let all of us, all the 
39 of us, present a  joint front before the 
Government of India and ask for more 
funds for Andhra Pradesh.

SARI P. fc. DEO : Mr, Deputy-Speaker, 
Sir, as early as 1966 the Administrative Re­
forms Commission in its first report has 
recommended to government the establish­
ment of an institution on the analogy of
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the Scandinavian Ombudsman, or the British 
Parliamentary Commissioner, to go into the 
grievances of the public and look into the 
various complaints which can be reported to 
Parliament. At the same time, they submit* 
ted a  model Bill. All these years nothing 
has been done in this regard.

Then a Bill was introduced in this 
House. That Bill had a chequered caresr. Tn 
the last Lok Sabha, I introduced an indenti- 
dal Bill and, inspite of the opposition of the 
Government, the motion for its circulation 
for eliciting public opinion was passed by 
the House. Public opinion came from all 
over the country and under the pressure of 
public opinion Government had to bring 
forward a Bill, which was referred to a Joint 
Committee. It emerged out of the Joint 
Committee in a much diluted form, which 
we did not like, but still we passed it and 
transmitted it to the Rtyya Sabha. While 
the Bill was pending in the Rajya Sabha 
the Lok Sabha was dissolved and the Bill 
lapsed. So* 1 would respectfully submit 
that it is high time that government brought 
forward a Bill, where they will eliminate 
some of the lapses of the earlier Bill. The 
earlier Bill which we had passed had exclu­
ded the Prime Minister from the purview of 
the Bill. We do not want to make any dis­
crimination between a Minister and the 
Prime Minister. Further, nobody including 
the Prime Minister could be Caesar’s wife. 
So, all charges against the Ministers and the 
Prime Minister should come within the 
scope of this Bill.

Sir, after this Congress debacle in 1967, 
the institution of Governors raised a good 
deal of controversy. A special symposium was 
held under the auspices of the Indian Par­
liamentary Association and later this matter 
was referred to a panel of eminent jurists 
and the consensus was that some guideline 
has to be provided to the Governor.

Sir, the constitutional fiction that the 
Chief Minister holds office at the pleasure 
of the Governor has been construed to mean 
tkkt the Governor has ai&olute licence in 
the matter of hiring and firing the Chief 
Minister. Sir, when the vox poputl has 
collided with the interests of the ruling party 
some perverse interpretation of the Consti­
tution has resulted to our democratic charac­
ter Of the Constitution, So, it is high tide 
that some guideline Hfca the Instrument of 
Instruction which used to be in the 1935

Government of India Act or which was en­
visaged in the Constituent Assembly should 
be provided because this will save the 
Governor from the embarrassment of acqui­
sition of partisan attitude. As you know 
the testing ground of the stability of the 
Ministry is the forum of the Assembly. The 
Governor should not arrogate to himself the 
powers of the Assembly and powers of judg­
ment regarding the stability of a particular 
Ministry.

Coming to the Centre-State relationship, 
as you know, this country is a tapestry 
where the various fabrics o f various cultures 
and customs have been interwoven to make 
it a beautiful whole and unity in diversity is 
the characteristic of the federal structure of 
the Constitution. So, for the uniform 
development of all the regions and to dispel 
the regional imbalance in development and 
non-interference in State autonomy there has 
been persistent demand day in and day out 
that the Centre-State relationship should be 
reviewed in the context of the present deve­
lopments. The strength of the chain lies at 
the weakest link and 1 cannot understand 
why the inter-State Council has not taken a 
concrete shape as yet though there has been 
a provision under Article 263 of the Constitu­
tion. The Government has not taken any 
steps in this regard so far as the inter-State 
Council is concerned. I am grateful to 
Rajamannar who has highlighted this aspect. 
He has stated that :

44Article 263 contains a provision for 
the setting up of an Inter-State Council 
by the President for generally dealing 
with all matters which are of common 
interest and for making recommendations 
for the better coordination of policy and 
action with respect to any sutgect. It is 
clear that the Constituent Assembly 
considered the setting up of an Inter- 
State Council as an important instru­
ment of coordination between the Centre 
and the States. It is, therefore, a matter 
of great surprise that the Central 
Government should have ignored this 
article altogether. The Administrative

7 Reforms Commission strongly recom­
mended the setting up of such a Council. 
The Rajamannar Committee has recom­
mended the immediate constitution of 
t h r  Inter-State Council.”
I congratulate again ‘ the RAlamanuar 

Committee for the Report because Inter-
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State Council functions quite differently, It 
cannot be replaced by the National Develop­
ment Council became the National Develop­
ment Council Is over-loaded by Cabinet 
Ministers and by the Members of the Plann­
ing Commission and the Chief Ministers 
cannot pull much weight in the National 
Development Council.

We are getting reports of serious encro­
achment by Centre in the State autonomy 
day in and day out. The wrong economic 
policy in the shape of deficit financing and 
inflation and the wrong fiscal policies 
pursued by the Government at the Centre 
lead to rise in prices, lead to price spiral and 
it adversely affects the State autonomy. 
After every successive Budget there is a 
clamour for more dearness allowance for the 
State employees. The State Governments 
have nothing to say in the Central Budget 
but it adversely affects the economy of the 
States. So, all the aspects have to be studied 
and the Rajamannar Committee report has 
to be given effect to.

I take this opportunity to point out one 
aspect regarding the proposed legislation for 
restricting the flow of foreign money. As 
we all know, it has been vitiating the public 
life in this country. No purpose would be 
served by bringing forward legislation. It 
is no use to shut the stable after the horse 
run away from the stable. We demanded 
that the report on the acitivities of the 
China Bank should be released and the CB1 
report regarding the use of foreign money 
during the 1967 elections, which was 
conducted by the Home Ministry, should be 
made public. There should not be a secret 
about it. We would all like to know which 
are those parties which have taken recourse 
to money from foreign sources. This was 
not intentionally done in 1967 lest it should 
adversely affect the prospects of the 1971 
elections. So, I would like to say that if 
the Government’s intention is to curb such 
tendencies, no useful purpose would be 
served by putting a curb on foreign travel by 
MPs or journalists.

We know very well how newspapers are 
being patronised. I cite an example of the 
North Korean Embassy giving full-page 
advertisements to various papers. We know 
veiy well how Soviet literature is being- 
printed in the New ' Age printing press, to, 
p v a o m  a particular party. Lastly, the 
ntpee payment trade, whkh has Jed to large

rupee reserves in this country, is a  source of 
corrupting Indian politics. So, I would 
like to have a categorical answer from the 
Government that they will take concrete 
steps in this regard and try to liquidate the 
rupee reserves of the foreign embassies in 
this country. They should also publish 
the report on the China Bank and the CBI 
report on the 1967 elections.

Lastly, I would like to say just one 
word. I speak in this regard as an indivi­
dual, not on behalf of the Swatantra Party, 
because some people have spoken on the 
question of privy purses. We all want an 
honourable settlement and we all want that 
there should be a constructive dialogue in 
this regard.

In this connection I would like to quote 
a statement of Shri Fatehsinghrao Gaekwad. 
I would like that it go on record. It is a 
small statement. It says :

“ According to newspaper reports, the 
Government is considering a Bi'l to 
amend the Fundamental Rights to 
circumvent ccrtain judicial interpretations 
of the Constitution. It is also reported 
that Government is thinking of resorting 
to this extreme step in order to deal with 
the constitutional guarantees relating to 
Rulers. If this be so, we think that 
no sacrifice by a citizen or a group of 
citizens would be too great to safeguard 
the Fundamental Rights of the generality 
of citizens. I have no hesitation in 
saying that the Rulers will rise to the 
occasion and play their part, as they 
have done before, in the wider interests 
of their fellow-countrymen, especially if 
it can save the Fundamental Rights from 
erosion. Nothing therefore should 
prevent the Government from taking op 
the issue with the Rulers for their willing 
concurrence in an amicable solution.

Fundamental Rights belong to each 
and every citizen, whatever his place in 
society, high or low. Without them 
democracy cannot survive or have 
meaning. They are the one stable founda­
tion for a progressive, developing society, 
an inviolable heritage of our young 
Republic. I f  the RuJers have in ai?y 
way helped in establishing democracy in' 
India, a& was asserted in the Constituent} 
Assembly and in Government’* White 
Papef’ on the subject/ it is still theii 
obligation to co n tin u ed  #wrw tfee o ra te

SHRt BIRENDER SINGH RAO 
(Mahendragarh) : This is the most important 
Demand that we are discussing, because the 
Home Ministry is responsible for keeping 
law and order m the country, for maintain­
ing the integrity of the country and provid­
ing security of life and property of the 
people. But during the period of our 
independence we have seen that the Home 
Ministry has not done its job. Ninety per 
cent of the ills of this country today can be 
laid at the door of the Ministry of Home 
Affairs. There is discontent all over. 
Violence is increasing. Whether it is a small 
thing or a big thing, the Home Ministry 
could have checked them, but we see today 
that there is a demand for separate States 
all over, communal forces are raising their 
heads and particularly because the party in 
power decided to enter into an alliance with 
one of the communal parties in the country, 
that is feeding someother communal forces 
and tendencies which are also rearing their 
ugly head. The Home Ministry has failed to 
check these tendencies.

Most of (he troubles in India today are 
due to the fact that no principles, no 
rational criteria, have been kept in view in 
the most imp6rtant matters in the country. 
The States Reorganisation Commission 
headed by Mr, Fazl Ali was appointed and 
it laid down that States in India should be 
re-organised on the basis of language, ealture 
administrative convenience, economic viabi­
lity and various other fsctors. And we saw 
ta that Commission the Teport of a very

able Member, Mr. K. M. Panikkar, who 
strongly advocated the division of the 
largest State in India, Uttar Pradesh, which 
had nearly nine crores of people. If we 
consider U. P. as a country, it will be the 
ninth largest country on earth in terms of 
population, and yet nothing has been done 
so far about those recommendations.

Although certain States have been 
created recently, no criterion was kept in 
view. It was only due to political pressure 
and such other considerations that 
motivated the Government to accept the 
demands. People were forced to put forward 
their demands violently and it resulted in 
bloodhsed. But I see no reason why a 
separate Vishal Haryana, which would be a 
bigger State than the present Haryana, 
should not be created, why the demand for 
a separate Telengana should not be accepted, 
why the aspirations of the people of Goa 
should not be respected if they want a 
separate State. If Nagaland could be created 
why not Vidarbha, why not a separate 
Bhojpuri ? This is the time when we should 
seriously consider all these matters. It is 
high time another States Reorganisation 
Commission was appointed. I for one would 
not mind if the whole country is divided 
into zones, if all the States created on the 
basis of language and culture are done away 
with. But we should stick to one principle.

Haryana has been the worst sufferer. ! 
believe our Prime Minister today is perhaps 
the strongest Prime Minister in many ways 
this country has had but she has failed to 
do justice to Haryana. I do not know for 
what considerations. There was the Shah 
commission's report. But Haryana was 
always made a scapegoat. When they 
wanted the Government in Bengal or Punjab 
to be toppled, Haryana was chosen and its 
Government dissolved inspite of the fact 
that it had the backing of the majority in 
the Assembly. In the evening there would 
be West Bengal ; the next day there would 
be Punjab. It they want Mahajan’s report 
should not be implemented, they first ignore 
the Shah Commission’s report so that 
Mahqan Commission report is not pressed 
by people. There are territorial disputes 
between the States in the country ; there is 
dispute between Haryana and Punjab and 
Himachal has now come in though it had 
no right to claim the property of erstwhile 
Punjab ; a new factor, topography, was 
introduced ; because certain places are higher 
than the plains, they should go to H.P.

Himachal, as the name signifies* shottld be 
kept confined to the Himalayas. What right 
does it have on the lands and towns created 
by the people of Haryana and Punjab such 
as Simla and Dathousie. There is dispute 
between Mysore and Maharashtra, between 
Manipur and Assam, between M. P. and 
Gitfarat. The Home Ministry has foiled to 
resolve any of these disputes. The Prime 
Minister’s award with regard to the dispute 
between Haryana and Punjab over Chandi­
garh has worsened matters. There was 
enough confusion which has now become 
worse confounded. It is no award at a i l ; 
no criterion had been kept in view* 
(.Interruptions)

MR. CHAIRMAN : Please conclude ; 
your time is up.

SHRI BIRENDER SINGH R A O : The 
Treasury Benches have not taken this discus­
sion seriously. Most of the time the Home 
Minister, who happens to be the Prime 
Minister also, and the Minister of State 
were not present in the House. You should 
take a new decision that at least on matters 
connected with the budget, the time should 
be divided, half and half, between the 
opposition and the Governmet benches so 
that we can give our opinion in the House. 
The country is really going to dogs. Corrup­
tion is ram pant; Election Commission has 
been reduced to an ineffective machinery 
unable to conduct elections fairly. 
Governor's Office has been made ridiculous. 
Even under the nose of this Government in 
Delhi we know how corruption is going on 
even in the courts and judiciary ; people are 
not getting justice. These things should impel 
the Government to bring Delhi into a State. 
Why shovM the people of Dettw wst 
their democratic rights ? Why should they 
not have an Assembly. Delhi and Haryana 
should be merged. New Delhi can remain 
the capital like Washington D. C. and the 
area now under the New Delhi Municipal 
Committee can remain with the Government 
of India. Things like this shoald be seriously 
considered. There are people owing allegi­
ance to foreign countries.

MR. CHAIRMAN : You better conclude 
you have already taken eleven minutes.

SHJH BIRENDER SINGH R A O : I

have not even started ; I have to apeak 
about U. P.

Now, the Fazl Ali Commission report 
contained a dissenting note by Sardar K. M. 
Panikkar. The reason given is that a Vishal 
Haryana cannot be created because Uttar 
Pradesh cannot be divided, because Uttar 
Pradesh is the land of Rama and Krishna ; 
that this land of Rama and Krishna cannot 
be divided (Interruption) Now, while advancing

affgwrnent, \hte taftd which was the tend 
of Buddha, which was the land of Bhagwan 
Mahavir, has been divided. This was the 
land of Rama and Krishna also in 1947 
when it was divided. The land of Guru 
Nanak, which is Punjab, was also divided.

Uttar Pradesh has provided the Prime 
Ministers so far. Uttar Pradesh has supplied 
the Home Ministers so far most of the time. 
Yet, they say that they would not part even 
with one Bhagwan ; they want Rama and 
Krishna both with them. They would not be 
content. They want all this and Heaven too. 
This if too much.

MR. CHAIRMAN : There is no more 
time. You have taken much more time. 
Please finish.

SHRI B1 RENDER SINGH RAO : With 
thej»e few observations, I have got to stop 
because you are not allowing me. I cannot 
fight with you.

DR. MELKOTE (Hyderabad) : Mr.
Chairman, Sir, the demand of this Ministry 
is a very important one. The Ministry has 
a comprehensive scope to deal with anybody 
in this country. But the time allotted to 
us is so meagre that to touch even one sub* 
ject, one point, it is difficult. When pro­
blems ttfcs the mrauifty c&mrnutnttes, com* 
munal disturbances, law and order, internal 
security, crossing o f the floor, Ompudsman. 
privy purses and privileges, river water di&» 
putes, prohibition, national language, etc., 
have got to be spoken about, you can under­
stand what time one would like to take. 
These are all important points.

I would like to bring to your notice that 
after the first general election, this is the 
first year that the Treasury Benches have 
regained their strength and that was entirely 
due to the boldness, vision and statesman* 
ship of the Prime Minister* From what she 
has been doing, one can very easily sea that
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she is a strong woman with concrete sugges­
tions which have to be implemented. There­
fore, people expect a good deal from her. 
To say Garibi Hatao is a very simple matter, 
but to implement it to the satisfaction of 
the people is not a small affair. In so im­
plementing, all these points that I first 
mentioned, impinge one against the other, 
and therefore, it is not merely Garibi Hatao 
that is necessary but a kind of satisfaction 
to the whole country has got to be given, 
and this the Home Ministry alone can do 
and none else.

1 was surprised to find in this report 
that has been presented to us, that possibly 
owing to reasons of economy, possibly to 
save the State Governments from the clut­
ches of the Opposition benches, many things 
have not been said. The pages on Telen­
gana and many other matters have not been 
given the necessary data which are expected. 
It is absolutely a drab affair.

There have been Members from Andhra 
Pradesh who have been crying hoarse and say­
ing that “ we do not mind improving the 
Telengana situation but the country's integrity 
should be maintained.” Why only the inte­
grity of Andhra Pradesh ? Why not there 
be a unitary type of Government so that 
every one could integrate ? So, it is not a 
question of Andhra Pradesh and Telengana. 
The question arises on account of the dis­
parity that takes place in various parts of 
the country and so the disturbances arise. 
Where people's verdict is given in favour of 
a particular thing, democracy is sustained 
in this country because the Government 
tries to follow to the extent it can. But 
when particularly this Government comes 
out with the report two years after the 
Prime Minister mentioned here the eight- 
point programme for the relief in Telengana 
after the struggle there, what is it that we 
see ?

No details and facts whatsoever have 
been given. Why ? The only fact is that 
none of those things have been implemen­
ted. The implementation does not lie in the 
hands of the Central Government ; it lies 
with the State Government. If  the State 
Government does not implement them, what 
kind of report can the Central Government 
give 7 Therefore, if members from Andhra 
shed tears for the well-being of Telengana, 
^  only means, just as gentleman’s promises, 
pHMtotoi should be held out hereby foe

Prime Minister, to neglect Telengana al­
together later.

I would only plead that Telengana pro­
blem is a  very important one. Very deli­
cate negotiations are going on. Of course,
I want the economic prosperity and the 
well-being of the country, but at the same 
time, I cannot allow anybody to over-rule 
and to colonise in Telengana and exploit 
the Telengana people, as they have been 
doing all these years. This has been our 
contention and the Prime Minister knows it. 
Very delicate negotiations are going on. I 
only wish that the Chief Minister of Andhra 
Pradesh, the Andhra M.P’s., the Telengana 
people, the Telengana M.P’s. and the Prime 
Minister evolve a solution to the satisfaction 
of the Telengana people. The satisfaction 
of the Telengana peopb is the primary 
thing. M.P’s. do not count for anything. 
We have told the Prime Minister : We will 
co-operate with you. Whatever decisions 
you take, if you feel they will satisfy the 
Telengana people, please put those decisions 
before them. If they are acceptable to the 
Telengana people, we shall not come in the 
way. What more promise can we give ? 
Wc do not want to say anything against 
anybody. The nation is facing on the one 
side the refugee problem from East Bengal 
and on the other, there are various other 
internal problems. There is the question 
of implementation of many of the promises 
that the Prime Minister is anxious to imple­
ment. I wish all strength to her and I  hope 
and trust that in the coming few days, she 
will send for the Telengana people, sit with 
them, discuss the matter with the Andhra 
Chief Minister and the Andhra people and 
evolve a solution which will give peace to 
that part of the country. I do not want to 
say anything more. I only hope that the 
solution to the Telengana problem would be 
found very very early, as the people are 
getting very restless.

PROF. MADHU DANDAVATE
(Rajapur) : Mr. Chaiiman, Sir, in this 
debate I would like to briefly touch four 
important problems—the problem posed by 
the Naxalites, then the problem of the 
communal and caste tensions resulting in 
conflicts and conflagrations, the threat that 
is posed to democracy by the institution of 
Governors with all their discriminating 
behaviours and attitudes and, lastly, the 
most crucial problem of reconciling the 
legitimate regional aspirations of the people 
with the wider claims of national unity and 
integration.

As far as the problem of Naxalites is 
concerned, we must realise that Naxalites 
are not just violent gangsters who are 
merely interested in dislocating the demo­
cratic fibre and life of our country. If they 
are mad men, there is a method in their 
madness. They are ideologically oriented. 
It is undoubtedly true that they have no 
loyalty to this country. The moment they 
gave the slogan that **Chairman Mao is our 
Chairman” and “power grows out of the 
barrel of gun,” it bccame absolutely clear 
that they are not only believers in violence, 
not only have they extra-territorial loyalty 
but they are ideologically oriented. They 
accept the way of life of Communist China. 
They want to invite the Chinese aggressors 
to this country. They do not have any 
loyalty to this country. Therefore, we must 
remember that the breeding ground of the 
Naxalites in this country is not merely among 
those who are eccentric and those who 
believe in violence but among those who 
have certain totalitarian ideological orienta­
tions and want to exploit discontent among 
the people. Therefore, the problem of 
dealing with the Naxalites is both the 
problem of law and order as well as the 
problem of removing the root causes of 
exploitation in our socio-economic life 
which are responsible for throwing the 
young flowers into the lap of the Naxalites 
and tjfyoreby destroying the democratic and 
noble urges among the youth. Unless these 
steps are taken, I  don’t think the menace 
of Naxalites can be curbed. Just to give 
aa illuateatien^not to elaborate > the
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problem—in some areas of Bihar, the infil­
tration of Naxalites has already been 
started. One has only to visit those areas 
and try to find out how the young among 
the landless are becoming Naxalities. They 
find there is the tyranny of the landlords ; 
there is the tyranny of the Zamindars. They 
are not able to do anything to fight against 
injustice. Unfortunately, their morale is 
completely broken.

If the disorganised adivasis and peasants 
are not able to fight these landlords and 
others who are exploiting them, there is 
some sort of vicarious satisfaction in them 
if some young man throws bombs at the 
landlords and tries to murder them. 1 have 
come across young men and adivasis and 
peasants who have said : “ Sir, we want to 
fight these landlords but our economic inde­
pendence on them is so complete that we 
have no strength left in us to fight them. 
So, we are not able to do anything. If a 
few young Naxalites are able to throw 
bombs, we get the mental satisfaction in a 
spirit of revenge that though our injustice is 
not removed, at least a few of the men 
responsible for the injustice have been elimi­
nated.**

Therefore, unless new direction is given 
to politics, new policies are formulated and 
content of socialism is put into our body- 
politic and ail the root causes of economic 
and social injustices are completely removed, 
it will not be possible to fight the Naxalites. 
It is not possible to fight them only with 
bullets and bayonets. No doubt, they have 
to be dealt with in a firm way. We have 
to deal with the problem of law and order, 
but at the same time, the sociological and 
economic aspects of the problem must never 
be forgotten.

There is another problem, the problem 
of communal and caste tensions. There 
have been so many riots in the course of the 
year. The tragedy in this land of Mahatma 
Gandhi is this : In any communal riot when 
Muslims are killed, the Muslims are distur­
bed. When Hindus are killed) the Hindus 
are disturbed. But very few in this land of 
Mahatma Gandhi are disturbed because 
human beings, are killed.

Therefore, a new consciousness has got ' 
to be created. It is no good putting the 
entire responsibility of riots only* on one 

. community—whether Muslims or Hindus. 
\W e must go to the root of the problem.

I have «ome to the conclusion that those 
of the old generation, who have seen the 
partition days, will never be able to tackle 
this problem of communalism at all. Only 
the rising new generation of youth. may be 
able to do the job. Only those who are 
completely free from the hang-overs Of the 
past will be able to tackle this problem of 
commumalism and casteism.

Let us not try to fix up the responsibi­
lity of communalism only on Mu hi i ms or on 
Sikhs or on Hindus. It is basically a malady 
of our tradition-bound society and unless 
efforts are made by all sections of the 
Government, all wings of the Ministries,—-the 
Education Ministry, the Home Ministry will 
have to play their role,—and there are all­
round coordinated efforts, this problem will 
not be solved. We have to evolve proper 
training of the youth. A new modern mind 
has to be developed in the country. Only 
if the forces of medievalism and traditiona­
lism arc destroyed can communalism be 
destroyecf in this country.

As a tcachcr, I tell you my experience. 
Right from school and college days when 
students read tcxt-books of history they 
imbibe all passion and prejudice. They 
themselves compartmentalise life into 
Muslims and Hindus ; the heros of Muslims 
are different ; the heros of Hindus in 
history are different. Integration of society 
cannot be brought about on the basis of a 
biassed study of history and geography.

A new trend in Education will have to 
be evolved. The entire curricula will have to 
be modernised. At the same time, coordina­
tion of various departments will have to be 
brought about to evolve a new modem 
youth. When such a new modern mind 
of youth develops, then the remnants 
of communalism will be destroyed.

1 only touched the communal riot 
problem ; but what about the problem of 
conflicts bom out of casteism 1 It is the 
tragedy of this country that if a few Hindus 
or Muslims are killed, right from the village, 
up to the forum of Lok Sabha, there is a 
big furore but Wh£n a few Hlarijans or 
Adivasis are killed and Hafjjan yeomen 
molested in distant parts of our country, 
there 14 not a ripple on the surface4 61 o u r( 
public life* because, the victims o f, atrocities 
are condemned to the degrading life of 
Haryana and Scheduled Castes.
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You \siil always find that whenever an 
educated man, a wealthy man, an aristocrat, 
is murdered in the train or anywhere else, 
headings are hit in the newspapers, but if a 
Haryan or adivasi woman is molested or 
murdered, nobody hardly takes note o f it, 
because Vict&ftfe happen to be neglected 
Barijans and adivasis.

Therefore, this problem has to be 
solved. How many atrocities are being 
committed against the Haryans and 
adivasis ? If you go through the Govern­
ment records, they themselves tell us about 
this, and you will see that these atrocities 
are on the increase. The caste tensions 
are on the increase. There must be 
preferential opportunities to Harijans and 
adivasis. A new climate in the country has 
to be created.

Then, there is the problem of the 
institution of Governors. Again, I do not 
want to elaborate this problem, but I want 
to tell you that the way the Governors have 
been functioning in different States, it 
appears that thev are behaving in the most 
discriminating manner. Very often, we find 
that the fate of the Government and the 
character of the Ministry is decided not on 
the floor of llie legislature but on the 
precincts of Raj Bhavan where secret con­
fabulations with the leaders of various 
parties go on.

Tn the absence of anti-defection Bill 
many legislators have become transferable 
commodities in the country today. We 
find that sometimes, those from the Congress 
(R) join the SVD when the SVD increases 
the volume and size of its Ministry to 
accommodate even 53 members ; thus the 
SVD becomes strong. When the situation 
changes, the SVD goes down and Congress 
(R) comes up. All this happens because 
there is the politics of defections. As a 
Member of the Opposition, let m; admit 
that it is not merely the Treasury Benches 
who are guilty of this crime but eq lally the 
Members of the sections of the Opposition 
as well. There was only one Acharya 
Narendra Dev who after leaving the 
Congress resigned his membership of the 
State Iegislature, faced elections again and 
got defeated. But in the defeat of Acharya 
Narendra Dev, there lay the triumph of 
ethics in Politics. How many of us are 
prepared to do that ? I think that is the 
malady of our politics. Therefore, both the 
Opposition and the Treasury Benches should 
tit together and. try to evolve a code of

conduct against defections. For some time, 
the Treasury Benches may gain by these 
defections, and for some time, the Oppose 
tion may gam, but in the long run, it is 
democracy that must gain, and, for this 
purpose, defections have to be completely 
eliminated.

As far as Governors are concerned, one 
of my colleagues in the last Lok Sabha, Shri 
Nath Pai had made a very valuable sugges­
tion. The Governors are appointed not 
merely on the basis of their impartiality, 
but very often, the post of Governor 
happens to be a rehabilitation compensation 
in politics. Some one is defeated some­
where in the elections, and he is an old may 
and has no vitality and dynamism left in 
him. Therefore, an attempt is made to 
rehabilitate him as Governor. So, they to 
very often try to remain loyal to their 
masters, the ruling party and they try to 
serve the politics of piracy and of defections, 
Therefore, it is very necessary that even 
when the Governors are appointed by the 
President, at some stage, the Lok Sabha 
should ratified the appointment of 
Governors. The situation will not be 
changed otherwise.

Then, I would like to make a passing 
reference to another important problem. 
There are so many inter-State disputes, such 
as those between Haryana and Punjab, 
between Mahrashtra and Mysore and so on. 
Though I come from Maharashtra, I would 
not speak on behalf of Maharashtra State 
alone, but I would like to speak as a 
member of this sovereign Parliament. I 
would like to admit that when there is a 
dispute between Haryana and Punjab or a 
dispute between Mysore and Maharashtra, 
really my mind bleeds, for I find that all 
the national parties get split up when it is 
a  question between Mysore and Maharashtra 
or a question between Haryana and Punjab. 
Where is the national integration then ? 
Therefore I would like to appeal to the 
Prime Minister who is present in this House 
that for God’s sake, let her not treat the 
problem of interstate disputes from the 
point of view of ‘political expediency’ but 
evolve agreed uniform principles for all 
inter-State disputes. Whenever there is any 
dispute, refer it to a boundary commission, 
and take a commitment from all the 
national parties that once definite principles 
are laid down for tackling any inter-State 
dispute, and once the boundary commission 
on tfo basis of tbow definitê terms of
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referecre tries to settle <he dispute th m  
•will be no agitation. After that let the 
Government take a firm attitude that n6 
premium will be put on violence and 
agitations. Once the agreed principles are 
evolved and the matter is referred to the 
boundary commission and the inter-State 
dispute is solved, even if there is violence 
and ' even if hundreds of lives are lost. 
Government must take the decision that 
sine© all the national parties have accepted 
the uniform principles for the solution of 
interstate disputes, even if the heavens fall 
bn earth, they are not going to bow down 
before violence. Only if that attitude is 
taken can the law and order problem and 
the socidlogical and psychological problems 
involved in such inter-State disputes can
be solved. I hope the Government will adopt 
a long-term perspective and not the 
perspective of shortsighted political ex­
pediency.

Un­
fortunately myijiotjce waaiate. feat I had 
advisedly given this notice vis-e*vit the 
Home Ministry* which «s not unduly repre­
sented here today but my* friend, Mr* 
Mirdha is here, because it has been my 
experience that the Law Ministry has been 
relegated relatively to a position of nonen­
tity in the hierarchy of ministries and it is 
the Home Ministry that initiates and imple­
ments anything that tends to strengthen -or 
weaken our courts.

Sir, it is axiom atfc^ou as a lawyer 
know^-thafc ou» higher courts particularly 
represent today the bastion of our demo­
cratic viability. I believe that it is our' 
courts that essentially give credibility to the 
Indian democratic ethos. And It is said— 
it has, become rather a clicheb-that they are 
the custodians of the rule of law. As a very 
distinguished former Chief Justice said : 
The Supneme Court is the senttaaJ on 
the qui vive to protect the fundamental 
freedoms of the Indian .citizen.

Now# letu* be quite honest. For more 
than .10 years there hasfeeen growing anxiety 
among the most responsible sections of the 
legal profession at the Increasingly distiifbto* * 
symptoms of the’ vapid decline in the stan­
dards *n& the quality'of our judiciary from 
top 4»4M»*oft». X say tMewttksh* deepest 
of tegnu At « pmotistegtawyw* condi- 
VtnmMmmvtmo* <<*f iti& m m V or' the

judiciary I am allergic fo irresponsible* or 
wanton attack. So, what I say, Sir, is 
merely because I feel that the profession to­
day must cherish the maintenance of demo­
cratic values and if I  seem at all critical it 
is only because we dare not let matters drift 
any more. We are coming to the end of 
the road so fat as our judiciary is concerned. 
We dare not be complacent any longer and 
we certainly dare not be self-righteous. I  do 
not want the Minister to get up and attempt 
to delude tins House by saying that every­
thing in the garden of the judiciary is near 
perfed—if not perfect.

Sir, I was very happy to read in the 
newspapers of the transfer of certain magis­
trates because of the allegations of corrup­
tion. That step was long overdue. I want 
to make it very clear that many of 'these 
people in the lower echelons—magistrates 
and ̂ additional session judges—are not only 
competent people but also they are extre­
mely upright people. But here also there 
was general perturbation at the increasing 
symptom of spreading corruption. Sir, some 
of my juniors who practise in the IoWer 
courts were aware that litigants increasingly 
caught up, either from choice or by com­
pulsion, had to submit to this corruption. 
We were also aware that every profession 
has its black sheep ; some of the unsavoury 
elements among the lawyers were exploiting 
this corrupt element among the magistracy < 
and indeed among the additional session 
judges.

Now, Sir, I have certain suggestions to 
make, Very often my juniors ask me : 
How is it, Sir, here is a first-class magistrate. 
At most he is getting Rs. 400 or Rs. 500 hi 
hand* How does he run a new Ambassador 
car ; how does he send his children to ex­
pensive schools ? Very often they are from 
lower middle-class families without any 
ostensible original resources. Surely there 
can be a check. Then there is another fruit­
ful source of corruption. I know it is rather 
rampant in Delhi. Magistrates and retired ad­
ditional session judges are allowed to practise 
in the very courts where they have function­
ed. Blatantly the advertise the fact that they 
have access to their former colleagues and 
subordinates. You know, Sir, that there

* is a very salutary provision with regard to 
Hight Court judges. No High Court judge . 
is allowed to practise in the area where he 
once served. No Supreme Court judge fcan 
practise in any court in India. I feel it is 
long overdue that you have similar provision
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with regard to magistrates and additional 
session judges. You may examine the posi­
tion whether they should be allowed to 
practise in the local High Court but certainly 
they should not be allowed to practise in the 
courts where they once functioned.

So far as the enforcement agencies are 
concerned, they also contribute and aggra­
vate these symptoms or corruption. 1 was 
glad to see that the Home Ministry seems 
to activate itself. 1 do not think they func­
tioned. It was a report that certain station 
house officers were making so many tens 
of thousands of rupees a month. I do not 
know how accurate it was. But there were 
some transfers.

But 1 know, I think it is almost general 
knowledge today in Delhi, that with the 
Prevention of Food Adulteration Act being 
so draconian, compulsory jail sentence- 
people do not like to go to jail specially 
first offenders—that all manner of mani­
pulation is taking place. One of my very 
responsible juniors told me that the food 
inspectors were making so much money 
that one of them could afford to send his 
son to an expensive college in Europe. I 
would like the Home Ministry to examine it.

I also know, because cases come to me 
in appeal, that there is ample room for 
manipulation. Innocent people who refuse 
to give bribe are often involved and guilty 
people who are prepared to give bribe are 
often acquitted.

Now I want to deal with the High 
Courts and the Supreme Court. Here I 
speak with deliberate restraint. The Law 
Commission, as far back as 1958, presided 
over by Shri M. C. Setalvad, referring to the 
High Courts said this :

“We have visited all the High Court 
centres and at all hands we have heard 
bitter and revealing criticism about 
appointments made to the High Court 
judiciary during recent years. The al­
most universal chorus of comment is 
that the selections are unsatisfactory and 
that they have been induced by executive 
influence,”  It is a terrible indictment. 
Then, they quote again from a very 

eminent Judge, who gave evidence before 
the Commission. This is what that emi­
nent Judge said—it is reproduced in the 
Commission’s repo rt:

••If the State Ministers”—

Ministers in State Government—
“ continue to have a  powerful voice 

in the matter, in my opinion in ten 
years* time”—

it was in 1958—
**or so, when the last of the Judges 

appointed under the old system will 
have disappeared, the independence 
o f the judiciary will disappear and 
High Courts will be filled with Judges 
who owe their appointments to politi­
cians.”
We practising lawyers know what is 

happening. One of the Chief Justices of 
one of the largest High Courts in India, 
now retired, was a particular friend of mine 
and he confided in me that for two years he 
resisted the appointment of a particular per­
son ; equally, the Chief Minister insisted on 
his appointment. The Chief Justice 
said, “ I knew him to be one of the incom­
petent and least qualified persons from the 
point of view of charactcr, but,” he said, 
“ I was utterly disgusted. Because of conti­
nuing pressure from a powerful Chief 
Minister, after two years 1 allowed that 
unsuitable person to be raised to the 
Bench.”

I am glad that my hon. friend, Mr. 
Mohan Kumaramangalam is here. Then, we 
have got Mr. Gokhale. Both are eminent 
erstwhile colleagues of mine. I hope, they 
will use their influence and their conviction 
will receive an edge and will not be blunted 
by the fact that they have now been raised 
to ministerial rank. 1 have repeatedly 
pleaded for the amendment of article 217 of 
the Constitution.

You will remember that this establishes 
a condominium. It says that the President 
will act on the recommendation of the 
Governor, the Chief Justice of India and in 
the case of a Judge other than the Chief 
Justice, the Chief Justice of the High Court. 
But what has been the experience ? As soon 
as you bring in the Governor, through the 
backdoor if not through the front door, you 
bring in the Chief Minister. I do not want 
to enter into this controversy about the 
Governors here. But we know, in these 
matters Governors are merely the mouth- 
piece of the Chief Ministers ; they are rub­
ber stamping. agenties<*nd with the Gover­
nor in the condomjtaHim<jnvariably it means 
the Chief Minister, 2 know it, 1 remember,
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a person who was once my junior went to a 
very powerful Chief Minister and I recom- 
qwndectjhim. Chief Minister ensured
that he was raised to the Bench but he was a 
fltfalflfed pe&on.' Bat ifid LftW Commission 
Jms,entered a o$*$rfi*l pl$a with 'regard to 
Article 217, It was in 1958 and since then 
Ihave- pleaded with thifeOovemment that 
political patronage—I am quoting—“ Politi­
ck! motives mast be eliminated fiom the 
appointments to’the judiciary.”
• What is the happening ? The whole 

position is escalating. Virtually, briefless 
lawyers are being appointed. In some High 
Courts—1 do not want to name the High 
Courts—we know some of the lawyers who 
have not handled a single brief in the High 
Court are being raised to the High COurt 
Bench. 1 know that suitable members of 
the Bar are not available. But the Govern­
ment is responsible for the simple reason 
that they have resisted, because of some 
political gimmickry and slogon-mongering, 
this long overdue demand to give increased 
emoluments to Judges. I do not think we 
have touched the emoluments of our 
judiciary sincc Independence. I do not think 
a High Court Judge gets more than about 
Rs. 2000 a month in hand. To some of our 
avant-girdc socialists, that may sound like 
untold wealth.

Let us recogiise tbis that lawyers in the 
profession arc not there for their health. 
Because of the relative paltry salary, not 
even competent juniors will accept a High 
Court Judgeship today. Let us not talk 
about leading members of the Bar accepting. 
In order to qualify the complete lack of 
attraction in raising competent lawyers to 
the Bench, the Law Commission headed b> 
Mr. Setalvad said, at least raise the age of 
retirement for High Court Judges to 65. 
Typically, our Government reacted with 
neither sense nor logic. Supreme Court 
Judges retire at 65. So, you thought you 
would strike a compromise at 621 for High 
Court Judges. You thought that will be a 
compromise. Apparently, Government felt 
that a High Court Judge ages more rapidly 
than a Supreme Court Judge. At 62 | years 
age, his brain does not function adequately. 
But a Supreme Court Judge at the age of 
65 has got the capacity.

I want to make this plea. The judiciary 
ls sui senerts* Don't compare it with any 
other service or institution. It is axiomatic 
that you cannot have a good judiciary on 

T ^ t  is what we m  trying to do

in India. We are trying to get a  good judi­
ciary on the cheap. Repeatedly, ! have said. 
‘*AU right. If you do not want to raise the 
salary, at least give them pensions that are 
equivalent or near-equivalent to the salary/* 
Here is Mr. Mohan Kumaramanglam or Mr. 
Gokhale. Mr. Gokhale is a living example 
of the fact that people, leading members of 
the Bar, cannot live with any self-respect on 
the salary offered a High Court Judfce. He 
resigned, I hope, Mr. Mohan. Tkumar- 
amaftgalara and Mr. Gokhale w i\\ have this 
conviction -given a sharper ed ge—and that 
they are going to convince their slogon — 
mongering political colleagues who are 
bereft of reality so far as the judiciary is 
concerned as to what damage the policies 
are doing to our judiciary today.

I say this because I also want to stop 
increasing mal-practices among retired judges 
I am among those who have said that no 
retired judge should be allowed to practise. 
We know what is happening. I do not want 
to point a finger at the judiciary. But a 
finger is pointed by themselves at themselves. 
The High Court Judges go to the Supreme 
Court to practice. Some of them have never 
practised before. They start as juniors. They 
do not compete with even more competent 
juniors. They compete with the junior-most 
of the juniors. They have to compete in a 
fiercely competitive profession with every form 
of mal-practice. I do not know whether Mr. 
Mohan Kumaramangalam remembers that 
about 3 or 4 ex-Judges were indicted for 
touting.

What do you think happens ? You 
compel them to do this. You compel them 
to supplement a completely inadequate 
pension by coming back to the Bar. I know, 
on the eve of retirement, lawyers complain 
that certain judges inclive towards certain 
leading lawyers in the hope that when the 
Judges come to practice in the Supreme 
Court, they will feed them with briefs. Other 
Judges who know that they have no capa­
city even to function as juniors in the 
Supreme Court look around for jobs.

I had just come from one of the High 
Courts and the Bar had told me as to what 
was happening. I mentioned this at a party 
to the then Chief Justice of India, that 
Judges, on the eve of their retirement, are 
waiting on the Ministers hoping to get some 
kind of jobs. The then Chief Justice of 
India observed if they wait on the 
Ministers, that is some thing, but they aw 
wetting on Dftxtfy MiQisters, they are
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lug on Parliamentary Secretaries m w e iwpe 
o f getting tome kind of jobs. {Intertupthms)

So far as the Supreme Court h  eon- 
oerned;this is what the ta w  Commission 
lute said. No one has greater1 tegard for 
the Judges as individuals. This is what the 
Law Commission has said : 1

•*It is widely felt that communal and 
regional consideration^ .have prevailed in 
making the selection of the Judges so 
th&t the best talent among the Judges of 
the High Courts have not found their 
way to the Supreme Court.’*

Sir, it was high time that we did something 
radical about it. That Law ComnusMan said 
that we roust not, give any expectation of 
employment before or after they retire, to 
any Judge including a Supreme Court Judge. 
And here I want to deal with the other side 
of the matter -th is irresponsible, wanton and 
ignorant criticism by, 1 am sorry to say, 
certain types of politicians. The Law Com­
mission has nailed that to the counter. They 
have said that while politicians pay lip- 
service, by and large, to the Judiciary, in 
the next breath, they lower their dignity. 
They refer to a very leading personality in 
this country talking about Judges living in 
ivory towers. We to-day have heard the 
latest slogan, ‘We must have committed 
Judges.* This is not only pernicious but even 
an utterly vicious slogan. What, in effect, 
are you saying ? That the Judges must bend 
their ideas, that they must bend their 
interpretation, in order to suit the political 
philosophy of the party that happens to be 
in power ?

Sir, finally look at what we have reduced 
one politics to ? The term ‘politician* to­
day is a dirty word. But, don’t let the 
politicians make the term ‘Judge’ into a 
dirty word.

Therefore, I want that increase 
In Dearness Allowance should be given 
immediately so that workers may be satisfied 
and inflation which is our greatest enemy 
may be properly neutralised and labour in 
Government Departments may be able to 
have two square meals a day. Thank you.
