(a): As per the results of annual Periodic Labour Force Survey (PLFS) conducted by
National Statistical Office (NSO), Ministry of Statistics and Programme Implementation
during 2017-18 and annual employment-unemployment survey conducted by Labour
Bureau, Ministry of Labour and Employment, the estimated Worker Population Ratio
(WPR) on usual status (principal status + subsidiary status) basis for the persons of

age 15 years and above to the extent available is given below:

Enterprises, Ministry of Rural Development and Ministry of Housing & Urban Affairs,
respectively.
