(@) to (c) The Government had approved the proposal for declaration of about 7,200 km
length of State Roads as National Highways (NHs) in February, 2014 to facilitate
connectivity to the District Headquarters with the NH and few stretches from the strategic
consideration.

Since then, about 11,870 km length of State Roads have been declared as NHs for providing
connectivity to District Headquarters.

State wise details of districts in the country not connected at present through NHs network is
Annexed.

The Ministry considers declaration of some State Roads as new NHs from time to time based
on requirement of connectivity, inter-se priority and availability of funds.
