As per the provisions of the Regulations on Graduate Medical Education and Post Graduate 

Medical Education, the Common Counseling for admission to Central Educational 

Institutions, All India Quota seats in Government Medical Colleges and Deemed Universities 

is conducted by the Directorate General of Health Services, Ministry of Health & Family 

Welfare, Government of India. Similarly, for admission to the State Quota seats in 

Government Medical College and all the seats in private medical Colleges, the respective 

State Governments conduct common counseling and are responsible for filling up the seats.
