(a) whether the Government has made any assessment on the measures taken to stop COVID 19
Pandemic in the country, if so, the details and outcome thereof and if not, the reasons therefor;

(b) the number of doctors, nurses and other healthworkers engaged in various Government
hospitals for COVID duty, State/UT-wise including Tamil Nadu and Maharashtra;

(c) whether Government proposes to grant any monetary and other benefits to them, if so, the
details thereof, scheme/State/UT-wise;

(d) the number of Doctors, Nurses and other health care workers died due to this Pandemic
across the country so far, State/UT-wise;

(e) whether the Government has proposed any compensation to the next of kin of such deceased
Doctors, Nurses and other health care workers, if so, the details thereof and if not, the reasons
therefor; and

(f) the steps taken/being taken by the Government to ensure safety of Doctors, Nurses and other
health care workers from Corona Virus and appoint more doctors and nurses to meet the shortage
in Government hospitals?

(@): Duly implementing series of containment measures including lockdown and promotion of
COVID appropriate behavior, India has been able to successfully manage and blunt the
aggressive progression of COVID-19 in the country.



Dedicated health infrastructure focused on COVID-19 was identified and earmarked to
manage surge in cases. As on 3" February 2021 there are 15,17,506 Isolation beds and 79,385
ICU beds with 40,311 Ventilators available in the country. Currently 1214 Government and 1152
Private |aboratories are undertaking COVID-19 testing (as on 4™ Feb 2021).

Additionally, during this period, various cadres of personnel and volunteers across
sectors and departments for COVID related works and maintenance of other essential medical
services were worked out, trained through resources made available on the website of MoHFW,
iIGOT (online platform) by DOPT (https.//igot.gov.in/igot/).

As of now the case per million and Death per million in the country are 7719 and 111,
respectively which is much lower compared to the status in many developed countries al so.

Necessary monitoring is being undertaken for COVID-19 on aregular basis.

(b): As “Health” is a State subject, there is no centralized data being maintained by Ministry of
Hedth & Family Welfare on number of doctors, nurses and other health workers engaged in
various Government hospitals for COVID duty.

(c): An additional incentive of Rs. 1000/- per month is being paid to ASHASs in view of their
significant contribution towards COV1D-19 pandemic related work.

(d): Based on the intimations received from the states under the Pradhan Mantri Garib Kalyan
Package: Insurance Scheme for Health Workers fighting COVID-19 the number of Doctors,
Nurses and other Health care workers who died due to this pandemic as on 02.02.21 State/UT-
wiseis placed at Annexure.

(e): Pradhan Mantri Garib Kayan Package (PMGKP): Insurance Scheme for Health Workers
Fighting COVID-19’ was launched w.e.f. 30.03.2020 to provide comprehensive personal
accident cover of Rs. 50 lakh to around 22.12 lakh healthcare providers, including community
health workers and private health workers drafted by the Government for COVID19 related
responsibilities, who may have to be in direct contact and care of COVID-19 patients and who
may be at risk of being impacted by this.

(): Ministry of Health and Family Welfare provided guideline on Infection Prevention and
Control practices to the State Governments (available at:
https://www.mohfw.gov.in/pdf//National %620Gui delines%20f or %201 PC%20i n%20HCF%20-
%20final %281%29.pdf) to minimize the risk of infection to healthcare workers. Training on
Infection Prevention and Control was also made available for al category of healthcare workers
on theiGoT platform.

In case of high risk exposure, heathcare workers are provided a quarantine period
initially for one week only and thereafter taking the profile of the health worker a decision to be
taken for further period of one week. An advisory to this effect for managing health care workers
working in COVID and Non-COVID areas of the hospital was issued by Ministry of Health and
Family Welfare on 18th June, 2020 (available at:



https://www.mohfw.gov.in/pdf/updatedA dvisoryformanagingHeal thcareworkersworkinginCOV |
DandNonCQV | Dareasofthehospital .pdf). Ministry of Health & Family Welfare in consultation
with Department of Personnel Training has aso directed State Governments to consider
quarantine period of healthcare workers as ‘on duty’. Union Ministry of Health & Family
Welfare has aso issued direction to the Chief Secretary of the States/lUnion Territories on
provision for accommodation facilities for quarantine of healthcare workers.

Guidelines on rational use of PPEs for hospital and community settings (including front
line workers) were issued (available at:
https://www.mohfw.gov.in/pdf/Guidelinesonrational useof Personal ProtectiveEquipment.pdf  and
https://www.mohfw.gov.in/pdf/UpdatedA dditi onal gui delinesonrati onal useof Personal ProtectiveE
qui pmentsettingapproachforHeal thfunctionariesworkinginnonCOV | D 19areas. pdf). These
guidelines followed a risk-based approach and recommended type of PPE that needs to be used
in high and low risk areas.

The hedlthcare workers were provided with hydroxychloroquine for prophylaxis and
prevention of infection. An advisory to that affect was also issued by MoHFW on 23rd March
2020 (avalable at:
https://www.mohfw.gov.in/pdf/Revisedadvisoryontheuseof hydroxychl oroquineasprophyl axisfor
SARSCOV ID19infection.pdf)

States are being supported in terms of supply of logistics. So far 1.69 crore of PPE Kits,
4.08 crores N-95 masks, 11.16 crore tablets of Hydroxychloroquine have been supplied to
States’UTs/ Central Government hospitals so far (as reported on 2nd February 2021).

In the context of COVID-19, the Epidemic Diseases (Amendment) Ordinance, 2020 was
promulgated on 22nd April 2020. Further this ordinance was brought before the parliament has
been passed and notified on 29th September 2020. The amendment provides for safety and
security of Health care Service Personnel (HSPs) from acts of violence.
