(a) and (b): Yes, Sir. Three Software Technology Parks of India (STPI) centres have been 

established in the last three years i.e. in Goa (2018), Deoghar - Jharkhand (2019) and Bhopal - 

Madhya Pradesh (2020). 

 

(c) and (d): Yes, Sir. Government has approved one STPI centre in Bhavnagar, Gujarat. 

Currently, the State Government has identified the land and is in process of transferring the land 

in favour of STPI. 
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
