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(x) Regarding development of Hadapsar Railway Station

SHRI GIRISH BHALCHANDRA BAPAT (PUNE): As the passenger footfall is
increasing and number of train operations have increased in the last few years,
running operations from the Pune railway station are not possible. There are
about 150 long-distance trains operating from Pune Junction. Some of these
can originate and terminate at Hadapsar which will reduce load on Pune
Junction.

There are four platforms at the Hadapsar railway station and one foot
overbridge for passengers. Central Railway is slowly shifting some of the train
operations to Hadapsar to decongest Pune Railway Station. Currently,
Hadapsar to Hyderabad daily special train runs from Hadapsar Railway
Station.

Presently, passengers of trains terminating at Hadapsar Railway Station
do not get transport for onward journey due to the lack of access facilities to
Hadapsar Railway Station. There is an urgent need to increase parking space,
approach roads to the station, station building, reservation centre, waiting
rooms and passenger lounges.

Approximately ¥ 400 crores are required for land acquisition and ¥ 350
crores are required for actual development.

Therefore, | would like to request the Hon’ble Minister that immediate

steps be taken to provide required funds for the development of Hadapsar
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railway station as terminus so that Pune Junction Station could be

decongested.
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(xi) Regarding plight of Ukraine returnee medical students

DR. SHASHI THAROOR (THIRUVANANTHAPURAM): | wish to draw the
attention of the Honourable Minister of Health and Family Welfare towards the
plight of Indian medical students, many belonging to my home state of Kerala,
whose education has been interrupted due to the ongoing war in Ukraine. In
March 2022, the Russian invasion of Ukraine forced over 18,000 Indian
students, primarily pursuing medicine, to flee the country. The high cost of
private medical education in our country and elsewhere has made resumption
of study difficult for most of these students who hail from humble backgrounds.
It is, therefore, essential to identify alternate means through which these
students can complete their medical education, either in neighbouring
European countries or through arrangements in India (as in Egypt where
students can take evaluation exams to join medical colleges in that country).
The State Government of West Bengal, too, has admitted around 422 state-
domiciled students, who were studying in Ukraine, to its private and
government colleges. |, therefore, urge the Minister to devise and implement
constructive measures to address the pressing concerns of our students, at the
earliest, in the interest of their future and that of the health of the people of our

country.
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(xii) Regarding alleged discrimination of LGBTQIA community members

DR. T. SUMATHY (A) THAMIZHACHI THANGAPANDIAN (CHENNAI
SOUTH): Globally, LGBTQIA+ community members have been subjected to
brutal discrimination in education, health and employment. In India, more
recently, bullying while questioning the sexual identity of a school student
made him commit suicide. Such cases are on rise and needs to be seen as
cases of institutional murder.

Considering this harsh reality, the Union Govt should have come up
with laws against such violent discrimination. On the contrary, 3 crucial
legislations have been passed in the Parliament which curtail the rights of
LGBTQIA+ persons. | urge the government to withdraw the sections which are
anti-LGBTQIA+ in these three legislations which includes the Surrogacy
(Regulation) Act,2021, Assisted Reproductive Technology (Regulation) Act,
2021 and the Medical Terminal of Pregnancy (Amendment) Act, 2021.

The Surrogacy (Regulation) Act, 2021 currently allows only hetero-
sexual couples for surrogacy. | urge the government to amend this clause and
include LGBTQIA+ individuals or couples to have the right to have a child
under this Act. Further, | request the Government to make LGBTQIA+ couples
eligible for availing the ART treatment under the Assisted Reproductive
Technology (Regulation) Act, 2021. Both the laws together currently prevent
LGBTQIA+ couples from becoming parents in India. Also, the Union Govt.

should immediately expand the definition of “women” to include transgender
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and intersex persons who might need the access to abortions under the
Medical Terminal of Pregnancy (Amendment) Act, 2021. Apart from the above-
mentioned specific demands, | urge the Union Government also to provide
redressal of problems of LGBTQIA+ persons in jobs, housing bias, care for

elder LGBTQIA+ persons and representation and inclusion in public spaces.
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(xiii) Regarding withdrawal of train services and fare concession

SHRI D.M. KATHIR ANAND (VELLORE): Railways is the life line of the
people of the country especially the poor and downtrodden who depend on
railways for their travel. The Railways had withdrawn train Services and
Cancelled the fare Concession for Senior Citizens and differently abled
persons since the Covid 19 lockdown from March 2020. Indian Railways
provide concession in ticket fare for 53 Category of people like Senior citizens,
Differently-abled persons, Medal winning Sports personalites, Cancer Patients,
Journalists. Women above 58 years and Men above 60 years were given 50%
and 40% Concession respectively. Freedom fighters are honoured and were
given 100% concession. Sir, full restoration of train Services are yet to happen
even after one year. since the government imposed lockdown. To add more
woes, the Government is running 70% of trains as Special trains with higher
fares. Poor Passengers have to spend more money for their travel by train
even for short distances. unfortunately the government did not bother to
restore the fare concession. This has burdened the eldery persons and
physically challenged persons very badly. To make things worse, the Railways
is keen on introducing Private players in train Services with many fold increase

in ticket fares. This is rubbing salt on the wound of common people.
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(xiv) Regarding extension of GST compensation of states

PROF. SOUGATA RAY (DUM DUM): A large number of states are urging the
Centre to continue the GST Compensation paid to them for the first five years
of the GST regime up to 2027 as revenue flows have been severely hit by the
pandemic. Various State governments are debt-ridden and facing financial
stringency to meet the revenue for new welfare schemes as well as
development works. The matter of compensation paid to states for revenue
loss from the implementation of the goods and services tax (GST) was to be
taken up by the GST Council, the highest decision-making body of the indirect
tax regime, however, it did not take any decision at its last meeting held at
Chandigarh. A final decision is likely to be taken in the next GST council
meeting scheduled to be held in first week of August, 2022. When a nationwide
GST subsumed 17 central and state levies from July 1, 2017, it was decided
that states will be compensated for any loss of revenue from the new tax for
five years. That time-frame is over on 30th June, 2022. With two years being
lost in the pandemic, states have sought an extension of this compensation
period by five more years. | request the Centre to extend the GST

Compensation upto June, 2027.
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(xv) Regarding release of performance grants for Urban Local Bodies in
Maharashtra

SHRI VINAYAK BHAURAO RAUT (RATNAGIRI-SINDHUDURG): The
proposal of Maharashtra Government for release of Performance Grants for
Urban Local Bodies (ULBs) for 2018-19 and 2019-20 under the 14" Finance
Commission is pending with the Ministry of Finance, Govt. of India. The State
Govt. had submitted all utilization certificates and requested the Central
Government for release of Performance Grants for 2018-19 and 2019-20
under the 14™ Finance Commission. The Ministry of Urban Affairs, Govt. of
India has already recommended release of Performance Grants for
Maharashtra ULBs for the year 2018-19 (Rs. 625.63 Cr.) and for the year
2019-20 (Rs. 819.21 Cr.) However, this issue is still pending with the Ministry
of Finance, Govt. of India. |, therefore, earnestly request the Hon'ble Minister of
Finance, Govt. of India that Performance Grants of Rs. 625.63 Cr. against
2018-19 and Rs. 819.21 Cr. against 2019-20 for ULBs in Maharashtra may

kindly be released to the State Government at the earliest.
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(xvi) Regarding setting up of Institute of Rural Management in Katihar
Parliamentary Constituency, Bihar

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(xvii) Regarding selection of states under PM Mitra Scheme

SHRI CHANDRA SEKHAR SAHU (BERHAMPUR): PM Mega Integrated
Textile Region and Apparel (MITRA) scheme, sets to place India strongly on
the global textile producers’ map through infrastructure assistance for large
scale textile production. The textile parks set up under PM MITRA scheme are
approved on the basis of the proposals received by the state governments and
selection of PM MITRA park is done in a two stage selection process on the
challenge method from participating states. Odisha has participated in the
challenge method of shortlisting states for construction of 7 PM MITRA parks
across the country. Odisha Government had submitted the proposal on
11.03.2022 through letter no. 2288 of Industries Department to the Additional
Secretary, Ministry of Textiles, Government of India. However, no
announcement has been made so far regarding the selection of States under
the scheme. | request the Hon’ble Union Minister to finalise names of states

selected under PM MITRA scheme at the earliest.
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(xviii) Regarding caste census

SHRI SHYAM SINGH YADAV (JAUNPUR): Since independence, The
Registrar General and Census Commissioner has been collecting data related
to Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and Backward Classes. The Kaka
Kalelkar Commission, or the first Backward Classes Commission, and the
Mandal Commission or the Second Backward Classes Commission depended
on 1931 Census data for estimating the social, educational, and economic
backwardness of the Other Backward Classes (OBCs). The social,
educational, and economic data of various castes are crucial for evidence-
based public policies. Hence, we need contemporary and reliable data on
various castes to make decisions related to reservations and other social
welfare policies. In this background, it becomes very important to conduct the
Caste Census. | request that above mentioned important issue should be

considered at the earliest.
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(xix) Regarding reforms in the implementation of Crop Insurance Scheme

SHRI MANNE SRINIVAS REDDY (MAHBUBNAGAR): | would like to bring to
the kind notice of the Government that there is a need to undertake major
reforms in the implementation of crop insurance scheme such as Pradhan
Mantri Fasal Beema Yojana. A majority of farmers are not interested in taking
crop insurance scheme as they are not getting any benefits even after
payment of the premiums which is a peculiar situation. Not even 15% of total
farmers in the country are not included in the PMFBY. Crop Insurance Week
being observed in the first week of July every year is also not helping farmers.
Crop insurance companies need to set up their offices at mandal level to
create more awareness among the farmers. The Centre has put 31° July for
Kharif and 31% December for Rabi as last dates to register for crop insurance
which is also a major drawback. Our State is ready to pay its share of 30% but
the Centre is not agreeing. The said scheme is not scientific and we do not
understand how the farmer will benefit if the area is taken as a unit in the
insurance scheme. The Centre needs to implement farmer and farm-centric

schemes that were recommended by experts like M.S. Swaminathan.
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(xx) Regarding Agnipath Scheme

ADV. A. M. ARIFF (ALAPPUZHA): Youths, who were waiting for recruitment
in the armed forces for the last three years, are reported to be angry over the
recruitment policy under the Agnipath scheme. Agnipath scheme is intended to
recruit soldiers for four years only, with no retirement benefits like pension and
medical insurance. At the end of four years, when the recruitee would be
relieved from the armed forces, they will not get any pensionary or medical
benefits like ex-servicemen. Youths are questioning as to what will happen to
their career after four years when there is so much unemployment in India. If a
large number of youngsters with licenced weapons and no adequate source of
livelihood are sent back to their villages, it will pose a security threat. It might
pose severe law and order problem even if a small percentage of such youths
take to crime just to fulfil their basic needs. What will happen if youths trained
in handling of sophisticated weapons fall into the hands of some terror groups
or radicalized organizations having ulterior agenda?. Hence, | urge the Central
Govt to withdraw the Agnipath scheme and recruit soldiers on regular basis in

Indian Army.
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(xxi) Regarding the registration of foreign medical graduates in State
Medical Council
SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): The National Medical
Commission stopped the registration of Foreign Medical Graduates in State
Medical Council who passed Foreign Medical Graduates Examination in India.
The registration was stopped on the ground that they had attended the last
semester classes online. They attended the class online only due to Covid-19
protocol and restrictions. There was no other option due to Covid-19. The
National Medical Commission failed to consider the Covid-19 situation and
imposed ban for registration. The Supreme Court considered the matter and
directed to formulate the scheme to protect the interest of Foreign Medical
Graduates who passed examination as per the existing rules of medical
commission. There is inordinate delay in formulating the scheme. The future of
the students is in dark. Hence, | urge upon the Hon’ble Minister to formulate
the scheme immediately for ensuring medical council registration at the

earliest.
